BREAKING THE LAWS FOR
THAE PROTECTION OF FISH.

beem received in this city and
handed to us, with the request that
we will answer the inguiry 1t con-
tains, for the benefit of the cfficer

and tbe public:

PAaxauirca, Utab,

To the Fish and Game Commision—
ers of Utah Territory:

(Gentlemen — Having been in-
formed and feeling it a'duty, I write
to inform you thst there are some
parties trapping flsh also turning
the sireams that feed the Lake, that
the fish goup to epawp, and then
catching them, al=o encoursging the
Indians to eatch them .for themj so
all round it makes great destruction
smong the fish. Nct having the
laws in regard to it, I azk you togive
it your attention. Please inform
me how to proceed and If the lawe
will permit, you will please appoint
a commi:sioner for this county.
Yours truly,

JoaN E, MYERS,
Bheriff of Garfleld Co., U. T.

I - The destruction of fish in the

streams of this ‘Lerritory, which fs
more extensive than many sup-
pose, is very reprehensible. Laws
have been enacted and amended
from time to time to prevent this
deetruction, or punish ( ffende:s, but
owing to the difficulties surround-
ing the matter, but few violators of
ths law have been brought to Jus-
tice. -

The latest legislation on this sub-
Ject is to be found in tke laws of
1882, in which it iz provided that
‘‘every person who al any lime
takes or calches any fi:h, excep!
with hock and line, is gullty of a
misdemeanor.” The use of geines,

gill, or dip mets, baskets,
traps, sel lines, or any devise
whatever, (except minnow nets)

is forbidden and declared to be a
misdemeanor. Exception, however,
Is madein regard to Green Rliver,
Bear Lake and Utah Lake, in which
gcines may be usel between Bep
tember 18t and March 15th follow-
ing, provided they are “not more
than two hundred yards long amd
twelve feet wide, with mesheg not
lezs than two inches equare for fifty
yards in the centre and two and a
half inches equare in the ends or
wings thereof.” Any person who
takes out the waters of any stream
or lake that contalns fish, is required
to place a grating of horizoatal bars
not more than one inch apart, and
securely fastened at the sider, top
and bottom, to prevent the Heh es-
caping into the canal or di:ch, And
any person who consiructs or keeps
& dam across any sitream in which
flsh migrate, so as to hinder migia-
tion to or from their rpawning
grounds wilhout providing a proper
fishway &nd keeping it in repair, is
guilty of a misdemeanor.

The County Courts are required to
sppoint the fish commisaioners; and
the applieation of the Bherifl
of Garfleld County should be
made to the Qarflsld County
Court. The duty of the county fish
and game commiseioner ia to tee to
the enforcement of the laws in re-
lation to fish wnd game and make a
report to the county court cn or be-
fore the 318t of Decsmber in each
year,

The pensalty for a mislemeanor Is
imprisonment in the county }all
not exceeding six monthe, or a fine
not exceeding three hundred dol-
lars or both. Cases of violation of
the fish and game laws may be
taken beforea Justiie of Lthe Peaoe,
and one of all finga collected
therefor go to the inforniants and
the other half to the county treas-
ury.

In the absence of any fish and
game commissioner in QGarfleld,
the Bheriff or any econstable or any
private individual will be perform-
ing a publie, duty by acting as in.
formant and assisting in the prose.
cution of peraons guilty of the of-
fense named in the above letier.
The County Court) should not neg-
leot the appeintment of commis-
sloner to attend to this necessary
business which ought to have been
done at the December term.
