LIFE IN TAHITI

THE WORK OtCATHOIIC
SISTERS IN THE

SOUTH SEAS

Two missionary nuns recently passed
across the continent from New York to
San Vraricisco on their WILY from larls-
to the Island of Tahiti In the Pacific
Occurs

They were a strange pair theme two
women who had devoted themselves to
work among the natives of that lone
late It Is dimcult to Imagine a more
strangely contrasting couple One has
for many years been a missionary In the

South seas the other Is a novice Just
starting out on tier lifts work

Both wear the blue garb with the be-
coming black head Irtss of tho race
of St Joseph of Cluny but there the
resemblance ends The Yery nvernd-
Mother Superior Nelattle IIs old and
grizzled her complexion darkened by
many years of tropical life her exprcs
Zion get and determined as becomes
one who has been nrcutomcd to rule
for many Years Yet her look Is not
always austere Her gray eyes light up
with n sly humorous tInkle when ILn
Idea strikes her her language IIs quaint
and exprOvolve albeit silo knows not a
word of EnglishI

Little Sister Theresa Is Just the op-

Posite of all this She Is young and al-
though It sounds rather Improper to soy
It of a nun pretty She h Innocence
personified All tier short life has been
shielded from any contact with the
world and before she began this ter-
ribly long Journey site had been shut

up for two cnrs In a arlMan con-
vent It lit no wonder the trip seems a
terrible one to these two hpcrlellcdc-
reatllrts Tho mother superior Is help
less anil nil these leulldcrlns foreign
sounds end to make matters worse
the young ulster dospllo her Parisian
training r enks Ibut little Trench for
she Is an Irhli girl FO that ronversa
tlon between tho two Is out of the
question

We have a Ricnt deal of work to do
In Tahiti she says but wo are very
much hampered by lack tf means Wo
halo to earn every Penny ourlvesT-
boro art 48 sisters In the group arid
more to come while In tile country ills
trlcts they are always asking for us
hut we ennnot go as there Is no priest
Wo cannot You see snd n sister to
any place where there IIs no Priest Sho
woul never be able to hear mass And
then there must never be Iless than
three altogether It would bo too lonely

It would be all right she went on
If we tied only a piece of land self

support would bo easy Wo could l

groW vlLnllla and cocoa and bananas
and lots of things and vanilla as ou
know IIs now a very profitable crop In
tho Islands fetching 20 Mexican dollars
n kilo As Ills wo have to earn by tak-
ing In washing and sewing and then
we make all tho artificial flowers for
the altars sending to 1arls for the ma-
terials

Why artificial flowers should be need-
ed In such a garden paradise as Tahiti
the mother did not explain Probably
It had never occurred to tier to depart
from the Recopied conventions of
clitirch decoration In favor of a freer
and moro natural method

We have 300 scholars of all sorts
whites natives and half castes and
wo charge for teaching accomplish-
ments such ns music drawing etc
Thus we make n little for the people
Ijko their children to bo well educated

and one music mistress cannot do the
Work so thAt wo havu hOI to send for
another

The little sister profiles away ends
Illy about her journey which to hrwas the most wonderful thing that ever
happened We cnie over on French
steamer with three other novices and
oh It-

yearly hundie13 of delicate well bred
uuuz women II o forth to savage kitica

or the fever stricken Indies and a brief
record pf their death Is all tho world-
Ieatn ot tile matter

We used to hear such lovely stories
about the missionaries at the convent
school says tho little sister

I xactly the romance of tho work
8el0IIIPOn her nil after two years oC
raftling In Paris he wn sent on to
Tahiti knowing absolutely lolhlnc of
the lire tale which lay leforo hr nut
whether she like It or no It will be her-
lot until tho end for havIng once pro-
fessed she has neither home nor lela
lives She belongs to tho church amI-
no return IIs i sslblc Fen her parents
do not know her whereabouts I have
not written to them slice I entered the
convent she remarks rlmi ly They
would not have liked mo to go as a mls
slonary11

nut the kindly old mother superior
has no doubt about tho result of her
lies work She Is full of enthusiasm
for the cause and will tolls for the hour
bout her dear scholars In Tahiti

Our children Cet n good education
all taking their certificates and many
of them being afterward drafted Into
government emplo In the caily clEht
lea when clucotlon was secularized It-
was noticeable that men who had voted
for the reform most persistently con-

tinued to send their hildren to our
school Arter a time the Hesitation re-

marked this and rebelled deeming that
what woo not good for the Whites was
not good for them and their children-
olso returned to us So that secular ed-

ucation has proved a failure and last
Your the government school had to be
shut up simply because there were no
scholars

In spits of nil this I must not charge
for my pupils If I did they would go
over to tho Protestant schools which
are also gratuitous To bo ure might
Insist on doing so hut I should then of-
fend tho bishop and thereby lose the one
little help wo havthouse room for
our home Is the missions property The
last bishop helped us more substantial-
ly providing for board but his sue
Cogger cannot meet the expense low
ever I hear that during my absence-
my nuns being In great straits ho has
helped them with food

Times must be pretty bad In Tahiti
for this poor struggling sisterhood and
the natives mUst bu less generously ilia
posed toward their religious teachers
than they ore In other parts of tho
South seas

life IIn nsy there explained the
mother but People are very selfish
Yet they have many good points They
aro very fond of their children so much
FO that tthey will hardly hear of their
girls marryIng Yet nearly all o fc
male pupils are married often to white
mn as Foon as they nro old enough-
Oh yes there Is a great demand for
our girls because ot the way we train
them

I want Panic bonbons quoth the
dear old mother when asked If all her
needs were supplied They must not be
very dear for I want so man Then
detecting a glance of astonishment a
motherly smile boomed from under tho
black oolf I go to my shy class ev-
ery week to Inspect progress and bon
bons tire the reward They are FO pret
ty my babies and the smile depend
little white or cream colored creatures

scaieo a one that you could call really
brown I pron load them all toys I
have a cne rull ot drums and trumpets-
