In standing np to addreei you this
afternoon, I desire an interest in
y oar faith and prayers, tb at I may
be led to speak upon those snbjeata
that will be best adapted to you
and your circumstances. I believe
tc to be oar privilege when we oome
together, as we have thla afternoon.

I witn our hearts united, desirous be
fore uoa ror xi ia Dieeaing, tnat me
very things that let the very doc-
trines and instruct! jus and counsel

that are needed by ns, and that
are best adapted toj our circumstan-
ces and condition, will be given unto
cs by the Holy BpirlL It la for this
purpose we meet together, 1 never
did feel satisfied In attending meet-
ings, and listening to instructions
and going away feeling unrefreshed
and . without being edified ' and
strengthened la the principles of the
everlasting Gospel; I do not think
that it is right that we should tbm
meet and thus separate. Ood has
made promises onto His people. If
ilia people do their part tie will
fuifll those promises; He will give
that portion of His Spirit that is
neceffiary to impart unto them
everything that ttieir oiroumatan-ce- a

may require. I think it wrong
tnai men snonia prepare tLemseiver
btfore-han- d to speak to the people
I believe that God has given unto us
the correct rule, the rule that He
gave to Hla auoieut diclpl-- a 'to
use no tnount beforehand what
ye shall say, but treat-ar- e up in ymr
minds continually th wonts of life,
and it shall be given you in the very
hour that portion that snail be met-
ed unto every man."
