CONCRESSIONAL.

SENATE,

MWASHINGTON, 7.—Frelinghuysen
moved that the House joint resolu-
tion proposing the sixteenth con-
stitutional amepdment prohibiting
the apprepriation of any school
funds for the support of sectarian
schools Le referred to the judiciary
committee. The American people
were in earnest on this subject; but
the amendment proposed did not
meet the case. Congress had no
power to enforce the amendment
provided spme State made such
appropriation. Neither did it pro-
hibit the appropriation of money
to theological institutions, nunner-
ies, hwuses of the Good Shepherd,
&ec. lle submitted a substitute,
and moved its reference to the
judiciary committee.

Sargent and Christiancy submit-
ted substitutes and moved their re-
ference to the same committee.

Christianey said this prevented
the State from appropriating from
the school fund, but did not pro-
hibit it.

Morton said it did not prohibit a
state from appropriating money of
the general fund for the support of
sectarian schools, nor prevent a
state from levying a tax for the
support of such schools, but simply
pronhibited a state from using a part
of the funds set apart for public
schools for the support of sectarian
schools.  He hoped it would be
properly amended and sent back to
the House.

Saulsbury said this was nol the
proper time Lo discuss this amend-
ment. Ie bad no doubt that the
ebject of the House in passing the
amendment was to remedy the cry
raised for political issues.

The House amendment and all
the snbstitutes were referred to the
committee on judiciary. ~

The Senate resumed considera-
tion of the anfinished business, be-
ing the resolution of Morton to
print 10,000extra copies of the Pre-
sident's message coucerning the
Hamburg massacre, upon which
Edmuuds was entitled to the floor.

Edmunds met theargument that
this was an election document by
saying that every document affect-
ing the walfare of the people ought
to be a political document for the
use of the people.

Pending discussion Allison, from
the conference committee reported
the river and harbor bill as agreed
to; ordered printed aud laid over.

The Senate resumed considera-
tion of Morton’s resolucion.

Logan addressed the Senate at
considerable length, showing how
crafty men were endeavoring to
Aaway the masses with the cry of
corruption aud frauds of the repub-
hean party. Prisouns, jails and peni-
lentiaries were brought to aid men
to deal in such sianders. He ex
pressed the opinion that conspiracy
exists, as much teo-day as before the
war, Lo obtain possession of the Gou-
vernment by means of fraud and
violenece, murder of negroes and in-
timidation of voters.

Eaiton said he entered wilh re-
gret into the political discussion
tie would Keep in the bounds of the
resojution aud rules of order. He
honored the office of President, if
not its vecupant. Hecriticised the
President for exceediog the bounds
of the dignity of bhis «ffice and ur
raignng people of the States not in-
gutied ubout by the original resolu
tion, and said he had entered the
political ring a8 an intormer.  He
charged thut the infermation was
uot true. The messagce was untrue
concerning Louisiana and DMissis-
sippi. It was political slander a-
gainst the democratic party. DMor-
ton insulted the whole demoeratic
party in saying Tilden dare not de-
vounce Southern outrages. Kvery
democrat condemuned it, and he
hurled back the charge in the Sen-
ator's teeth as false and not to be
tolerated, and it would not be toler-
ated while be had a seat on Lhe
floor. He had no doubt as to Til
den’s election, and when Tilden
came into power the United States
would see what he had done in
New York in the reduction of taxes
and reforms, The United States
has bLeen paying seven hundred
and fifty millions annually and
could not stand it. The man who
attempted here to sneer down the
honest lapguage of an honest man
like Tilden, and then went before
the country, would be sneered down
himself,

Press and Tribune, says the steam

er Carrdl airived this moruing from
General Terry’s Camp, having on
board General Forsyth and twenty
sick aud wounded soldiers. The
Carrol, on her way up, and when
vear Lthe mouth of Powder River,
found lodians on both sides of the
river, and for two and a half hours
they kept up a running fire upon
the boat, only wounding, however,
one soldier slightly. I'be steamer
Far Wes’, atter leaviog Butord for
Cerry’s Camp, found her load too
heavy aad discharged part of her
carge, prineipally grain, about sev-
Ly miles. On hker return for the
balance of her cargo, the Indians
were found Lo have destroyed most
of the grain, and at this point the
Indinous attacked the Far West,
She had on board Col. Moore, with
three compauies of soldiers. The
Indians stood on both banks of the
river, and, with oaths, dared the
Colonel with his troops to leave the
boat und land. A few shells were
fired from a twelve-psunder, which
gcattered the Indians, and they
dizappeared from the south bank.
Dave Campbell, pilot of the Far
West, with two scouts, then landed
and went out to reconnoitre, but
found that the Indians were en-
deavoring Lo cut them off from the
boat. They began an exciting race
for the boat. T'he horse of one of
the scouts lagred and was shot as
was his rider soon after by the same
Sioux who shot the horse. Dave
Campbell and a companion turned
to rescue him from the scalping
knife, which they did by Ekilling
the Indian, finally Grant Marsh,
captain of the Far West, with fif
teen soldiers, despite the orders of
Col. Moore, assisted the party.
Moore threatened to eourtmartial
these men, buydid not do se. His
conduect is denvunced as cowardly.

General Terry has fallen buck
eighty miles from his camp on
Big Horn, and is bow near the
mouth of the Kosebud. Prairie
fires envelope the rurrounding
country for miles, and Terry finds
grazing scarce,

A scout from Gen. Crook got there
on August 2nd in a destitute con-
dition, Crook was seventy-five
miles away then, and the Indians
were harassing Gim 88 be attempt-
ed to reach Terry. The Indians
picked off his men, stole his stock
and kept his march down to about
six miles per day. The men in
both commands are reported as
much disheartened. The Yellow-
stone is falling rapidly.

Gen. Crook, from bhLis camp on
Goose Creek, July 16th, wrote to
Geaeral Terry asfollows: General,
I have the honor to acknowledge
receipt of your letter of July 6th,
brought into this camp on the 12th
instant by Corperal Btewart and
party of the Seventh Cavalry. 1
had determinsd to attack the In-
dians immediately after the arrival
of my supply train, but about that
time I learned that the hostiles had
received reinforcements, and also
learned that 1 could get vight com-
pauies of the Fifth Cavalry, so 1
concluded to defer Lhe movement
until the arrival of these companies,
which have now been ordered here,
[ expect to be juined by them
about the lastof the present mounth.
On the 5th ipst. [ sent out a party
of mouunted troops under Lieut.
Sibley of the Second Cavalry to
escurt one of my guides who was to
reconnvitre the ecountry in  our
front. When they reached the
poiut near where the Little Big
Horn debouches from the moun-
tains they came upon a large party
ot hostiles, and were convinced
that a village of the main body of
the  hostiles is in that vicin-
ity. =ince then I bave had no-
thing definite more than seeing
large simnoke down the Powder and
Tougue rivers, but am of the opiu-
ion they are still in the Jocality be-
fore indicated by the reconneis-
sance. I am rationed to the end
of Beptember, and will share with
you and yours everything I have
as long as it lasts, should the two
commands come together. W hether
the Indians shall be found in this
or in your department, if you think
interest of service will be ad vanced
by a combination, I will mosit
cheerfully serve under you. When
the fifth arrives here I expect to
have about 1,600 fighting men, be-
sides some friendly Indians, and it
is my intention to move without
furtber delay. It isalso my inten-
tion to leave the wagon train on
I'ongue river, near here. It comes
out from the Big Horn range, so
should you not meet any large
tiain of Indians going down the
river, or Hot receive any further in-
formation, it probably would be
best for you to move for my supply
camp. We broke camp on South
Goowe Creek this morning, and are
going gradually along the foot
hills towards Tongue river, and
anticipate getting about as far as
the north fork of Goose Creek
about the same time my reinforce-
ments come up,

A few
nights ago Pro’. Bell was in com-
maunication with a telegraphic op-
grator in New York, and commen-
ced experimenting with one of his
inventions partaining to the trans-
mission ef musical sounds. He
made use of his phonetic organ
and played the tune of ““Amerlea,”
and asked the operator in New
York what he heard.

“l hear the tune of ‘America,’"”
replyied New York; ‘‘give us anoth-
er.’

Prof. Bell then played *‘Auld
Lang Syne.”

‘““What do you hear now?”

#] hear the tuneof Auld Lang
Syne, with the full chords, dis-
tinctly,” replied New . York.

Thus the astounding discovery
has been made that a man can play
;pou musical instruments in New

ork, New Orleans, or London, or
Paris, and be heard distinctly in
Boston! If this can be dome, why
cannot distinguished performers
execute the most artistic and beau-
tiful music in Paris, and an andi-
ence asgsemble in Music Hall, Bos-
ton to listen?

Prof. Beil’s ofher improvement,
namely, the transmission of the
human voice, has become 80 far
perfected that persons have con-
versed over 1,000 miles of wire,with
perfect ease, although as yet the
vocal sounds are not loud enough
to be heard b¥ more than one or
two perseus. But if the human
voice can now Le sent over the
wire, and so distinotly that when
two or three known parties are tel-
egraphing, the voices of each can
be nized, we may soon bave
distinguished men  delivering
s hes in  Washington, New
ork, or London, sud audionees
assembled in Musie Hall or Faneuil
Hall to listen.— Boston T'reeveleor.
