Mr. Ulward I'ovnn, a civil engineer

of Uclavan, Wis., has written n little
book called "Wor nnl the Wiather,"
lu which he dlscuoaes the method of
making It rain by the explosluu uf purr
dcr llo calls our attention to the fact
that tho discharge uf artillery In
battles la followed by rainstorms.
