It. X. Raskin addressed the coun-
cil on tlio grading of First North
Street. He said he recognized the
iierefieity of adjusting the street
grades and some injury was un-
avoidable. Any necessary hardship
would be borne by good citizens.
But Inthe adjustment, proper, re-
gard should I liad for existing
buildings. Some twenty j ears ago
he went to the hill on First North,
and tookafahcy toil. He acquired
title, and applied to the council to
fix the graie. The hill was then
almost Impassable. The utvallowed
him to make the strett, and he did
so. under the direction of the street
commiisioner. The public has

the street till the
present. Now the street lias lieen
cut down six or seven feet. It
renders it impossible for Mr. Baskin
to get In or out of his prem-
ises with a vehicle. It was

for him to adjust the
grade, so he could get In a
load of coal, except by cany ing it In
iu sacks. He had trees and a lawn,
and these would be destroyed Ills
propeity ua rendered unlnluebit-abl-

The council would only haveto look at it to tee that this w as thefact. The grade should be adjusted
to the condition of tho ground. The
people never asked for urexixvted
such a clwngo. It certainly seems
to me to bo an outrage. I ask you
only to go and look at It, and I am
satisfied that you will correct it.
Tire greatest injustice is done to me
and my neighbors. If there is aman In this city who Insists on thegrade as yoj have fixed it,Isavhe
has somo private Interest to gratify.
It id not too late to remedy the evil.
I believe it Is a mistake. I do not
not think this council will sanction
It when they ascertain the facts and
see how easily they can make the
grade dlfiurcnt to that now fixed.

The matter was referred to the
committee on streets, with the
mayurand engineer associated.

cluding other sclcntifioaud clissical

eral aud p'racllcal education
of Uie ludusttial classes in
the sccral iiursuits and

tho act of Utah estab-
lishing theagrlculturai college as lu
accordance with the sjlilt of the

enactment.
Thtsa colleges, now cs'abltjhod

In every fltate of the Union, are the
diret t outgrow Ui of modern n

the field of science aud of
the rehtion of those sciences to In-

dustrial life.
Professional or iudu-tri- skill is

now thu measure of national wealth
anl uer. This skill again is
niea urid by technical knowledge,
or. If not wholly, this measure Is
being mure aud more estimated lit
Uie knowledge of the laws involves!
in each sphere of inJustrlal occu-

pation u sued. The apjlled
sciences are the corner-stol- e ujon
which thu highest nnd most success-
ful type of industrial growth is
erected.

Cougress hid a broader purpose
than the maintcuamo of the su-
premacy of the United States ill the
race of tke nations fur the prepon-
derance of material wealth.

Tho course keers uppermost the
technical eduratlan nf the student
for farming. The sciences applied
to agriculture are made prominent.
Lectures on thescienceand practice
of agriculture, horticulture viterl-nat- 3

science, etc, are elally given
by specialists iu each field. The
firm of 0) acre", wholly devcted to
horticulture aud agriculture, will lie
Used for o'jsct illustrations; thati,
students will work upon those
grounds.

Special opportunity Is aCbrdcd
for the study of processes at the ex
lerlmeut station. This department

of tho Cuilcgu was fpuuded under
an act of Congress passed iu ISST,
which devoted $15,003 a year from
the National treasury for research
in agriculture. Investigations are
constantly in progress 011 tho farm
ani horticultural grounds, In chem-
istry aud other sciences apollcable
to farm economy.

Hundreds ot varieties of fruits,
forest tree?, grains and plants are
understudy; while some 30J plants
are dcotetl to s'uiiy of thu
hws involved lu agriculture.
Model buildings for the study cf
dairy , animal nutrition,
e to., are now going up. These aro
all open to thestudeuts.

An exercise a day, for a year, at
the bunch In wood work and at the
forge in iron work, will bo given to
the students In agriculture. In addi-
tion to these features of manual
practice will lie Uiat of military drill
under a United States ofilcer.

Culling
and sew lug will be taught, as also
dairying, and l studies In hy-
giene, music, painting and what has
been known as belles letters.

The de-
mand for graduates of these schools
to lake care of thn mechanical In-
dustrie Is so striking that few fit
themselves for teaching Thy bring
the highest skill to their woik.

Workshops In wood and Iron, and
pattern making, molding, and
onportunlUes for study of mechan-
ism will be afforded.

Viewed u a whole, the college
will open ou tjcpienibcr 2nd, with a
library of some 1500 volutnt-- i of care-

fully selected works, and apparatus
speelmuns forlllustraUon in physics,
chemistry, total ny, entomology,
agriculture, horticulture, dometUc
economy, mechanic arts, and
etcil engineering; with build-
ings for agricultural anu ex-

periment work and with a main
college bulldlug of a new and high
order. Specialists will have charge
In each line of work. I believe co
error is committed In asserting that
Uils college was wisely founded by
Congress and by Utah and that it is
desUm-- to have a very profound
influence on the Industrial develop-
ment of the Territory In tho gradu-
ates that It will send Into every
community within its borders.

It Is proper to state that the col-

lege is a Territorial school and Is
supiiorted by the taxaUon of all of
the citizens of Utah. Therefore
It will l held absolutely free
from ptrtlzun poliUca and
sectarianism. The parents of Ulah
may send their sons and daughters
here absolutely secure Uiat they will
have equitable treatment and free-

dom from any direct or indirect
eflurtsto bias their convictions on

trty politics and creeds. It must
uot tie understood that tills school
will be a godless school. Utah is
uot an infidel Territory. Allegiance
tn creeds is quite different from
allegiance to a Divine First Cause.
There Is a common and broad ground

un which all unite, save Individ-
uals too rafely found to warrant
consideraUons.
