QUARTERLY CONFERKENCE.
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON,

The attendance was somewhat larger
than at the forenoon session.

Prayer by Elder Joseph Harker,

Elder W Knox was the first
speaker. He said the time had come
when the Saints should labor earnest-
Iy to live their religion and serve the
lL.ord. He compared the various wards
to gardens filled with fruit trees, some
of which contained dead branches
that ought to be cut off, The Bishops
were the gardeners,” and should Keep
the trees carefully pruned,thatthe dead
branches may uot prove a detri-
ment to the frait. e thought that
members who deny the revelation on
celestial marriage should be excom-
municated at ouce as dead branches,
because such a denial is equivalent to
renouncing the faith. He expressed a
desire to be useful and fo work con-
tinually for the accomplishment of
good, aud referred to the revelation
which coudemns the slothful servant
who waits to be commanded in all
things and then receives the com-
mandment with & doabting heart, and
which further says thal all shouald be
active and seek to bring about much
righteousness of their own free wiil.
As an lllustration of what others might
do to advantage, he related his experi-
ence in the Sabbath school of the Ward
in which he lives, where he commenced
with a class of six or seven little ones,
and bas suctecded in increasing that

namber to forty or fifty. There
is a big fleld of lasbor in every
Ward, and the Bishop should

sce that all the members are kept busy.
The organization of the Church s per-
fect and calculated to provide a posi-
tion aud labor for every member In
some capacity. He dwelt for some
time upon the duties and callings of
the varions officers of the Chareh, and
exhorted them, as well as the mem-
bers, to greater diligence and faithfui-
ness, The Saints should not allow
buslness considerations to prevent
them from attending fast meetings, and
they shiould be more liberal with their
fast offerings for the r. Allare sim-
ply stewards and will have to render an
account to God for the use made of the
means eatrusted to them. The Lord
has pronounced a woe upon the rich
who will not inipart of their substance
to the poor, declaring that their riches
should canker their souls.

Elder George B. Wallace saud he
looked forward with great anaticipation
to the time when the man llke Moses
should be ralsed up to dellver this peo-

le from bondage. In that day the
word will not say: **My angel shall go
before you and not my presence: but
my angel shall go before you and my
presence also." If the Red Sea does
not swallow up our enemies, they will
ewallow e¢ach other, He endorsed the
doctrine of plural marriage. About 42
vears ago the Lord had revealed this
doctrine to him, and he did not feel in
the least inclined to surrender it, The
Saints will meet perseculion accasion-
ally, but after & while they will tri-
umph. The Lord will sustain us If we
are faithful, and His promises will be
fulfilled.

Elder James Sharp said we had cov-
enanted with God at the waters of
baptism to serve the Lord and keep
His commandments, knowing from the
examples of Christand former Saints
that we 1must meet persecutivns,
There are no promises that oar paths
shall be strewn with roses. The be-
ginming of this work was iondeed
small, but it has grown in an
astounding manner. Stlll we are few
compared with the people of the earth,
and we feel sometimes to wonder when
the day of trinmph will come, He he-
lieved Lthal as & people, the Saiuts are
living nearer to God now than at &ny
prewions time. Regarded the extra
exertions of oor enemies as an evidence
that this is true. Referred to the mis-
sion of Christ, the cause of his death,
and what was accomplished by It.
Since His thone the world has been
without the Gospel, but the very mo-
ment that itisagaio introduced, we see
the same persecution awakeped, It
Is simply the war of the two
opposiecy  powers—good and evil.
The cause of our present treatment is
not altogether polygamy ; it is iimmedi-
atc communicagion with Goa, apd his
authority, that Satan s contewding
with, ut we need not trouble our
minds concerning the outcome. Let
us all examineovurselves and see i we
are iu the line of our duty, and seek to
fill our hearts with the spirit of Christ,
and all will end well with us.

FPresident Angus M. Cannon =ald he
was wuch pleased with the remarks of
the brethren, and with the operations
of the Spirit thus far durlng (he Con-

ference. President Heber C. Kimball
had been heard to predict that when
the Malt Lake Temple reached tne

sqaare, all hell would be turned loose
upon us. The building had reached
that degree of completion, and ahout
as much of hell hud been turned loose
upon the Saints as they could stand,
and doubltless for some time to come
they will have all of that power to mect
that they can successfuly cope with,
Still, corresponding blessings are given
them-—temples are being commpleted and
the work is growing rupldly. He was
very much hinpressed by a rewark of a
legal geutleman  the  other  ay,
who eald while argoing a cuse
in court that the *Mormons'’ never
cohabit with women who are not
their wives, and he only regretted that
Lhe assertion was not aniversally true
with this people. He deplored the con-
dition of a Latter-day Saint who would
wilt and cringe belore our orprumorﬂ
and beg for mercy at thelr bands,
promising to put awvay the wives
whom God had given him 28 tae means
of his exaltation. If mwen renounce the
covenants by which they obtaln their
wives, they no longer ablde la Lthe cov-
enant and are not worthy of them. For
forty-three years he had been lamillar
with the prophecies which foretell the
very events which are now transpiring.
Persecution will yet cause¢ many more
to turn aside, but only those whe re-
main [aithiul to th= end shall be saved,
e that loseth his lite for the truth's
sake shall find 1t azaln, even ecternal
life. When he saw brethren turo against
this work, because of the growing
streogth of our enemies, he thanked
God f:)r the persecution, as it will sift
ol many who areunworthy of a stand-
ing among the Saluts. But when a
mun professjng to be a Latter-daySaint
wil cower before our enemics and beg
fur mercy, forgetting or rencunciog
the promises of God, he considered
bhim s s:onl.emrl.!ble hypocrite. He ex-
borted the Saints to be humble, devot-
ted sud prayerful, and hoped that the
time would soon come when the hypo-
crite would find no place anong us.

TRIAL OF A. M. MUSSER.

THE PROSECUTION VFAIL TO PROVE
ANYTHING—BUT THE JURY WERE
PACKED TO CONVICT, AND DID 80.

Last evenlng the witness for whom
the prosecution asked the Court to
wait, failed to put in an appearance,
and that side rested.

Recorder, George M. Cannon, was
subpoenaed and prodnced the record of
dewils, which was offered in evidence
by the defense.

The prosecution objected, but the
coart finally decided to admit the
record, if it was introduced to prove
that the women occupied *helir own
honses

The record showed that, [or the con-
sideration of one dollar im each Iin-
stance, the defendant transferred to
the three women named In the indict-
ment, certain property. The tranafer
took place on July 21st, 1888, and the
deeds were recorded August 224, 1889,

Mrs. Annie M. Sheets testided that
Mrs. Belinda Pratt Musser occupled
the west half of Mrs. Mary Musscr's
house only & while her own was bel
built. The new house was in the 18
Ward, where Belinda movedito in De-
cember last, Defendant had informed
wituess that he had deeded each wife a
home

The last statement was objected to
but was admitted as the statement o
Mr. Musser.

The defense rested their case and the
Court adjourned until 10 a.m. to-day.

This morning Mr. Dickson delivered
the vpening address wo the jory, and
was followed by Messrs. Brown and
Benuett for the defense. In conclu-
sion, Mr. Varian delivered a violent
speech, denouncing the **Mormon"
community, and declaring that lyg-
amists would have to publicly disown
their wives, and have the marrlage
contracts, whether legal or illegal,
annulled.

The Judge charged the jury that If
they believed, beyond a reasonable
doubt, that the defendant bad lived in
“the Lebit and repute of marriage’
with the women namé&d, or with any
two of them, to bLring in & verdict of
guilty.

The jury retired, and returned in
about twenty minates with a verdictof
“Gullty as charged in the Indictment.”

Sentence will be pronounced on Sat-
urday, May 9th.

PRATT'S CASE.

N

HE WILL NOT BE A TRAITOR, AND
GETS TNE FULL PENALTY
OF THE LAW.

By request of District Attorney Dick-
son, J ulll:t Zane this morning dismissed
the charge of pol;igamf made agalpst
Parley P. Pratt. he prosecutor gave
as areason, that the defeadant's tirst
wife had been divorced from him since
his marriage to the second, and con-
sequently the third and last marriage
was 4 legal one, and the accused could
not be Prucecded against for that.

Mr. Pratt was then a.rralﬁned on the
charge of unlawful jeohabltation, and
pleaded guilty.

1n answer to & question by the Court,
Mr. ' 5. Richards stated that the de-
fendant was & poor man, his famlily
belog Lﬂ"‘lf‘lllk‘nl on him for their sup-
port, and had saved the government
expense by his plea.

The Court, w Mr. Pratt.—Do you
propose to obey this law, or to con-
tinue to cohabit with your wives?

Mr. Pratt—I don't propose to make
any statement. [ would have to com-
sider the subject. [ don’t propose to
muke any promise.

The Court then stated, In severe
tones, thit the offense was not visited
by the statute with a severe ruuluh-
ment a8 comparéd with polygamy,
thouzh he did not see muach difference
in the erimes. It was an unusual oc-
currence for the Court to pronounce
sentence in & case where the accused
rive no assurance that the offense
would not be continued, This defend-
ant was not willinog to say that be
wonid not continue to cohabit with bis
wives and break the law of his coun-
try. The Court was not hereas an in-
dividual, bot 1o behalf of the govern-
ment, snd could not show any lenlency
in this case. He was here as the repre-
sentative of a great zovernment, where-
in the fifty millilons had proanounced
against polygamy, and he must enforce
the peuslty in such & way as to carry
out the pan)n.-w.s of the law. The sen-
tence would therefore be six months'
imprisonment and & fine of $300.

What Did He Mean? —At the close
of the Musser case this morning, Mr.
Dickson stated that daring the pro-
eress ol the trial, & gentleman named
Carney, while in tne court room yes-
terday, made some signals to one of
the jurymen, Mr. Carney had said that
he was ounly in fun, but as there seemed
to be sowmelbing strange in the affalr,
the Prosecuting Attoraey asked an In-
vestigation, which was set for 3 o'clock
this afternoon.

At the hour appointed, the subpmena
had not been served upon the main
witness against the offender, and after
a shortl delay the officer entered court
and reported the witness was not in
the city.

Mr. Carney then took the witness
stand and voluntarily stated what sc-
taally occurred. He and Mr. Pitt, the
juror, had frequently played fitteen-
ball pool; and, seelng the latier on the
jury, he opened and closed his hand
three timed and smiled, meaning that
there would be no Afteen ball pool for
them that night. He had no intention
of doing anything improper.

The juror was alse examined and
corroborated Mr. Carney's statement.
There had been no previous under-
standing between them of any natare
concerning any signal. They had played
gbeal 2,000 games of pool, and he sup-
posed Mr. Cagrmey meant something
aboat having another game.

The Judge discharged the accused,
but advised him to be careful in the
future how he commuauicated In any
manner with a juror.
