The last named place for an oil de
pository is perhaps not liable to very
grave objections. It la open ground.
The nearest buildings of any great
value are those belonging to the
Denver and Rio Grande Company,
and the Superintendent seems to
have no objection to the erection of
the warehouse. The freight secured
for his road is probably inducement
enough to more than counterbal
anece any drawback tnat such a
aforaca balldinz mlffht be to tbe
Company' premises.

But how about the other placet?
The spot recommended for the ware-

house of the Continental Oil Cam--
pany Is in the Nineteenth Ward, a
little distance norm or tne soap
works. " No houses exist, at present,
ou tne east any nearer than about a
block away. But on the west, just
across the Utah Central track there
are a great many dwelling house),
which are likely to Increase in num
bers and Importance, but not in
value perhaps, if the oil warehouse
stares them in the face with its pos
slbllities of danger and its standing
cause for alarm.

The place for the Standard Oil

Company' depository seems to be
still more objectionable. It is, we
understand, two blocks north of
the depot and one block west of
Union gquare. That is a thickly
populated neighborhood, In the Six
teenth Ward. If there is any dan
ger to property from, the Contlnen

(

tal warehouse, there u; still more
from the Standard warehouse, and
the value of the property exposed is
much greater than that to the north.
Therefore the spot recommended
appears even more unsuitable than
the other.

The question may be aeked where
is the danger. , The answer may be
soon obtained if any one will reflect
a little upon the damage that would
be Incurred In case of fire. Think of
the spread of the flames from the
burning oil coal oil to the houses
in close proximity. Suppose the
building' contam'n'g the highly in-

flammable fluid should be struck by
lightning a not unlikely event iln
this region.- - Imagine the danger
from an explosion. But- - it may be
urged, these are all contingencies
that ma7 never arise. True. And
then again who can eay with assur
ance thit they will not?

it is precisely mat very - uncer
tainty that will render them a con
tinual menace to tbe people living
in their Immediate vicinity. And
it must .have an effect upon the
value of property in their neighbor
hood. It will depreciate that value
considerably. Any person thinking
of buying a house or a building
lot, would take into consideration
the existence near by of aware
nonce inwhich inflammable material
in large quantities was' stored, and
rate its value with a considerable
rebate. Suppose the depreciation
to be only ten per cent, the aggre
gate would ba a very large amount.

It may be asked whether the peo-

ple in the neighborhood make any
objections of this kind, and if so,
whether they have been considered.
to tne nrst question -we can answer
most positively, Yea, Hearing of
such objections . we have made in
quirks and learn that the people In
the vicinity of the Continental
Company's warehouse have pro-
tested strongly against it, but their
protest was of no avail. Also that
the people in the neighborhood of
the Standard Company's warehouse
intend to enter protest if they have
not done so already, but have ex
pressed the opinion that as no notice
was taken of the Nineteenth Ward
citizens protest it would be but lit
tle use for them to expostulate. We
think they are mistaken'; about
this, and ' also in some of
the doubts expressed about the
indisposltien of the City Council to
listen to the voice of the people. We
believe that the Council desire to
redress every grievance that comes
within, their Jurisdiction, and to
make their decisions conform to the
public welfare. They recognize the
fact that they aae public sorvanta
and that it is the genera .good that
is to be sought.

We do not pre'tnd to be able to
Judge In this matier. Bat we may
and do call attention to it as of some
importance. It appears to as that
places might be chojen outside of

populous limits If not outside of the
city boundaries, which would .not
be open to the objections urged
against ,; the present selections.
Farther north there ia an abund
ance of open ground near the line of
the railroad which would be free
from the objections named. It
may. be Bald that , this would
be an inconvenience to the4

oil companies and might either les-

sen their profits or slightly raise the
price of oil. Admitting this, which
is of the more importance, the con
venience or profits of one or two
business corporations or the conve-
nience, safety and property cf a
large body cf our citizen?

The powder explosion, fresh in the
memory of the people, was a lesson
that we ought not to forget Dan-
ger was not apprehended much un-
til the catastrophe came. The mag.
azlnea were safe under ordinary ocn
ditions. But the extraordinary and
the unforseen occurred, and we
know the result. There are now no
advocates of storing powder within
speaking distance of any populous
district. Illuminating oil is ordin
arily safe, but the many accidents
that have occurred prove that It
contains elements of danger. Com
mon prudenoe,H appears to us, with
the warning of the past suggests
that the danger be avoided before
the unexpected transpire. An ounce
of prevention is worth many pounds
of cure. We commend this eubjeot
to the kindly consideration of the
City Council, feeling sure that they
Will study the best interlsta of the
people specially concerned, and the
safety as well as convenience of all.
