i

""boubtlens that part of the United
States nearest of kin to California
in the young Territory of Arizona.
Discovered and settlements made
in it hy the Spaniards two cen-
turies before the settlement of this
State, Arizona remained armost a
terra incognita till it was purchas-
ed by the United States in 1854.
The amount paid ($10,000,01)0) was
at the time regarded as enormous,
but the investment from the pre-
sent outlook promises to be a most
excellent one. The "Gadseu Pur-
chase," as it was called, was made
to secure to the United States, a
continuous) railway route from the
Atlantic to the Pacific on our own
territory. The intervention of the
civil war, continued Indian hostili-
ties and other causes combined to
set the work of railway-buildin- g on
a southern route back for many
years, and with it receded the pros-
pects of Arizona. For the next
fifteen years after the purchase
population was very slow. The
Territory was orgauizedin lSo3,aud
in 1S70 the entire number of in-

habitants of all classes, save wild
Indians, was but 0,65S, of whom
7,000 were of Mexican birth. From
1870 to 1873-- 4 the Indian wars still
interpo&ed impediments to settle-
ment and made life aud property
everywhere insecure. Since the
subjugation of the Apaches and
their retirement to reservaiion3,aud
since it lias become apparent that
the southern iine of transcontinen-
tal railway must and will be car
ried into and through the Territory
in two or three years hiore at the
farthest, & new impulse has been
given to the movement of emlgra
tion in that direction from the old
Statrs. Tho census just completed
bv the Territorial authorities this
year, shows a total population of
oU,lUl an increase oi over uu per
cent, in hve years, l ue completion
of the railway to connect this city
by way of Arizona with Texas aud
thet.ulf and Atlantic States will
promote rapid - development and
bring the merits of Arizona fairtv
before the world; and we May con- -

nuently cherish the hope that byme next uecaue sue win nave noi
ulation enough to throw eh her
territorial restrictions and enter
the Union as a very vigorous and
promising young State.
