We are all busy at present fixing op
fences arcuod pastare and tield, repair-
ing machinery, carts, elc., preparatory
to starting the sugar wili. The screcen
of our rteam whistle will be beard on
or about the Ist ol December when we
will start up tor the secason, with the
expectation of turning out dbout 200
tons of sugar. ‘This would be but a
small amount for some of the wills
bere, a matter of not more than two or
three days' work, but it will keep os
very busy for several inouths.,

We bave facilitics for a very exten-
sive plantation, plenty of land and
water, bhut our policy ix to look first 10
the spiritual welfare of our people,and
for Lthis reason we have not devoted our
energies Lo develop the many resources
of wealth that lay around us,

The rantie has recently been intro-
duced here on the irxlands, and grows
finely where attention is given Lo iis
cultivation, :

The cirnchona, the iree from which
quinine 8 coxtracted, bas also beey
planted with encouraging results. The
rich voleunic soil and tropical climate
of these islands arc adapted to Lthe cul-
tivation of many other plants that may
greally add to the wealth of this king-
aom in the future.

In regard L0 the affairs of this gov-
ernment, considerabie mopxiety is felt
and severe criticism iodulged iyn by the
Iliberal party, en account of what they
consider a prodigal expenditure of the
pablic funds by the present tlegisla-
tare. Tle approp iation bill has run
up to over H00,000, exceeding the
amount of toe recent loan by $2,000,000.
This sum would be but a wash bill for
some of the kingdoms of our **glorious
clvilization,'' but if it be remembered
thatthe whole of the present popula-
tion of these ix'ands is but 80,000, the
cause of the anxiety of the few planters
and merchants here 18 apparent.

‘I'he forces of
the Hawailan kingdom namber bt 250
men exclusive ot the ocommander-in-
chief, snrigadier, fmajor, etc. Does
not Iﬁlﬂ mighty array of forces gseem to
be of about of the same utility as a wart
ona man's nos«? In the army are
companies facelionsly called *“‘hing's
Own,” “Quecn’s Own,”” “Princue’s
Own.” However, a king must have an
arwy to prop vp his throuve, and if this
one does remind us of i1bhe famous
legions of Bombastes Furioso, we must
tuck onr smiles in our sleeves, and un-
cover our heads as the king goes by,
