their neighbours l love them that
much; : but . I -- do not love them
with thaV affection with which I
love my wife, my brother, my sister
or my friend. There is a duittrence
between the love we should hear to
wards our enemies aad that we
should bear towards our friends. Do
not eay: teat it Is hatred of our
enemies when we would keen them
from hurting themselves and their

the unsodfv will ever inherit the
kingdom Of God. or enter into HJs
presence, or enjoy the society, bless
ing and award or the faithful; they
never will, they cannot, for they are
not worth j; they! have not obeyed
the law and therefore cannot receive
the blessing thereof . ,. We should keen ourselvesx aloof
from the wicked; the dividing, line
should be distinctly drawn between
God and Belial, between Christ and
the world, between truth and error.
and between right and wrong. We I

oagnt to cleave to tne right, to the
good, to the truth,' end forsake1 the
evil. ' I am going to : read, a little
scripture upon this subject, lest our
friends or. this congregation should
feel that counseling the Latter-da- y

Saints to keep aloof from the wicked
and ungodly, to not divide their in
heritances with them, etc.,- - is un-
warranted by the scriptures, I will
to read a little scripture on this very
point, which will be found la 2nd
Corinthians, 6th chip., beginning at
tbe 14th verse: "Be ye not un-
equally yoked together with unbe
levers: for what fellowship hath

righteousness with unrighteousness?
aud what communion hath . light
with darkness? And what concord
hath Christ with Belial? or - whU

he that believeth with anerthath And what agreement hath
the temple of God with idols?
for ye are the ' temple of the
living God; ..as- - GoJ hath said,

will dwell in them, and walk In
them; and I will be their God, and
they shall be my people. Where-
fore come, out from-amon- g them
and be ye separate, saith theLrd,
and . touch not the unclean thai;and I will receive you. Aod will
be a Father unto you and ye shall be
my sods and daughters, saith the
Lord Almighty Now. here is the
law of God upon the subject; It is
the word of the Lord; "Come out
fr .rxt among them and be ye separ
ate, and touch not the unclean
tnmg.". What affinity can we have
for them? Let them alone, let them
go their own way. Help them to all
the happiness that It is possible for
them to obtain in this world; for it
will be all that they will ever get,
unless they repent of their sins, and
forsake their wicked ways.

. In conclusion I desire to say a few
words In relation to some remarks
that were made by one of the breth
ren yesterday.

' It is written in tbe
scriptures that, "The kingdom and
dominion, and . greatness of the
kingdom under the whole heaven,
shall be given to the people of the
Saints of the most High, whose
kingdom Is an everlasting kingdom,
and all dominions shall serve and
obey i him."

alty of that kingdom, is It not?
Could yon; have a kingdom withouta place to put it? - We must
have a jlace to put "the kingdom,and it is as necessary to have such a
place as it la to have the king arM
tne peopje. aow, wnicn is worst, to
sell out our interest in the' king, the
rple or the territory to the enemy?

betray the king , to the
enemy, you are a traitor, i Yet there
are some people who betray, the
king; they do not. cue much about
Christ, the King of kings and Lord
of Loi da, and . they , sell out their
interest In Hlm,or betray Him with
very little oompnnoUon of con
science. And there are some people,
as. I have heard, that can sell their
neighbors or betray tbem.

I have heard of some people who
had sunken so low that they woald
sell anything for money; mother or
father, or brother or sister, or friend
or nelghbcr voald ntrer ttssdia
the way. ,Tfcy would do aojthfcz
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I havb been requested to occupy
the remaining portion of the tlm,
and I trust in bo doing I may enjoy
the liberty of the Spirit and the faith
and prayers of the .Latter-da- y Saint,mat ine time l may occupy may t
profitably epent. as A have no desire

410 hold, the attention of this van
congregation unprofltablj; but I re
allze that without the aid of ,the
Spirit of the Lord I am not capable
of imparting to this congregation
tne word or lire. . t

I am thankful for the oppor- -

tunltyvthat we enjoy of meeting to
gether tinder such favorable circum-
stances.! am pleased to see the vast
numbeis that are in attendance at
this conference, and I trust that we
may be amply repaid Dy tne in-
structions which we receive, for the
time and trouble which it has cost
to attend. In Xorder, however, that
we may receive tne Diessmg wmcn
we need, it is Xneeesaarv. In- - my
iudgment. for allxto come with the
Bpirit of the Iiord ih their hearts, in
the spirit of prayer, and the love
Of truth, having a "desire for the
upbuilding of the , kingdom of
God, aod for the accomplishment of
all the purposes and desizns which
have been made maDiest concern
ing this great work.

Jesus taught the doctrine that we
should rjrav for those that deeplte--
fully use us; that we should Jove our
enemies; that We should do ' good, to
them . that do evil to . cs; ' that we
fhould not return . evil for . evil, but
good for evil. There is no particu
lar credit due to any person who
returns good for good. , Even - the
publicans - and- sinners did this.
bus it is some wnat aimouit to re-
turn good for evil. Nevertheless to
do. so was enjoined by the com
mandment of thaXiord Jesus. We
are to love our enemies; do good to
them that hate - and persecute
us; BDu when we are perecuted per-
secute not again; when we are de-
rided deride not In return: if we are
injured, seek mot to injure those
who. injure us; that which
isrtquiredatour hands is to estab-
lish peace on earth and good will to
man. Henct, 'when we forget the
object of our calling and step
out of the path of duty to return
blow for blow, to inflict evil for evil,
to persecute because we may be
persecuted, we forget the Injunc
tions : or the Aiora ana tne
covenants we have made with God
to keep His commandments. It is
a difficult matter, I am aware, for
human nature to become subject to
these scriptural Injunctions. It 43
difficult lor men to curb : their pas-
sions, to restrain their feelings, and
to resist the temptation to rebel and
administer measure for measure;
but it is enjoined upon us. We have

: been actually commanded in the
revelations given to us in this dls-pematl- on

to forgive our enemies,
without their asking forgiveness. It
is laid down that if your enemies
come up against you to destroy you,
the first time, ' if the IiOid delivers
you out of their bands, you shall
forgive them; and if they come the
second time, you shall forgive them;
and if they come the third time
against you, the Lord has said they
are then in your hands to do with
tbem whatsoever you will; but it will
redound-- ' to your honor, credit and
glory If you forgive them the third
time, even If they have not repent-
ed and have not asked forgiveness;
Now this may seem to be rather a
difficult requirement; nevertheless
it is so written and is to required of
the Latter-da-y Saints. But how
often ehalJ we forgive them if they
repent of their sna and ask for-

giveness? Jesus has laid down
the ? law . that ' we - : should
forgive them ai often as they will
repint and aski forgiveness., lam
speaking now of, Individual : tres-
passes; of peopla who . offend me or
you or trespass against ue; I am not
ipukmg of thcee I who ttespasa
against the immutable, - the right-
eous and the holy laws of Gad; theycome under another law and God
and His servants will reckon with
them. It is for us to obtain the
spirit of forgiveness, to feel to love
tuose that are so ignorant as to do
evil to their' fellow creatures with-
out a cause;' we should feel as ChrUt
felt; when up n the cross He said;
rather, rorgnre-inem-

, xor tney
know not what-- ' they r do." ; It was
urged yesterday by one of the breth-
ren that, we could scarcely, claim
this for many of those who were
engaged in persecuting . the Saints
to-d- y, for they do kdow what tney
are doing, and they are not ignorant
of the course that they are pursuing.
They are In a position to learn the
truth, if they would, ana to compre-
hend the fact that they are lying
about us. Yet bow do we feel to
ward them Tor this ofTenc? Da we
feel that we should retaliate? Do we
feel that we should ' execute venge
ance upon them becauce we know
that they are telling raisenooar, ana
are misrepresenting and slandering
the people or this unurcn7 xo.
For years-- , and years t we
have eat quietly down and
listened to 'their abuse, t insults,
slanders, ' misrepresentations , and
falsehoods, which they have spread
