Put
into bowls to cool. When needed, turn
out on a plate, and if you have not
done as I fdo ' occaslonally-p- ut too
much water on. tne wheat (you will
observe! 1 do not always t follow my
Own rule and measure quantities,) you
will have a dish, when dressed with
