If upon
trial it shall appear that the animals
were lawfully impounded, the defend-
ant shall have Judgment for such a
sum as shall be found due from the
plaintiff, for tbe damages for which the
animals are impounded, together with
all the lgal fees, costs. Charges and
expenses, add tbe costs of the action,
or instead pt such Judgment for a re
turn oi tne animais to tne aeienaant,and he shall hold and dispose of them
in like manner as if no action had been
