THE COLORADO WAR.

The report briefly alludes to the dif-
ficulty in August last in Colorado be-
tween the state authorities and Colo
raw's band of Utes, and says an effort
should be made for the restriction of
their property to the Indians. The re-

port approves the recommendation in
General Sheridan's report, touching
the extension of all possible aid by the
general government to the national
uard ot tbe different states, and sug-

gesting a system f national encamp-
ments for the state militia at the ex
pense of the national government.
