GLOOM FOKEBODUibb OF THE
rope.

The Jruh CofAo'ic. asserts,
to a Dublin? dispatch, that

the Pope takes a gloomy view of
the future prospect of the great
organization of which he is the
bead. In response to the congratu
lations of visitors, the Pontiff ex-

pressed a strong belief that severe
punishment was about to descend
upon society at large because of Its
dlsregird for and indifference to-

Perhaps It has not
occurred to a good many people
oven of that class who have perused
the contents of the Book of Mormon.

The foundation, in tbe course of
time, of the Roman Chureh was
shown him, likewise the course of
that religious body toward Ihe
aalnts, in makinz war uran them
The discovery of this continent and
the settlement made by the Puritan
Tathers was included in the vision;
als-- the Revolutionary War,
the gradual subjugation of the ab
origincs and their retirement before
the march of development, pushed
forward by the white race. The
restoration of tho fulness of the Gos-

pel aud the establishment of the
Church of Christ in the latter da s,
formed a part of w hat was exhibited
to Xtphl, one of tbo greatest
Prophets guided by the inspiration
ofthoGodwho called them. The
sad experiences of the Saints are
tersely delineated Ho pointed to
the time when the great Catholic
Church would make war upon tbe
Saints, who would then be clothed
upon with righteousness and "the
power of the I.amb "

Tbe Ron'an Church had been so
conisteht and conservative hereto-
fore with regard to the Church of
Jesus Christ of tatter-da- Saints,
that It ocemed naturally as If the
neutral position she had assumed in
that respect would be continued in-
definitely. Her course toward Ihe
"Mormon" pcoplo haft been

compared to the attitude
of most other, denomination" The
condition of neutrality on her part,
however, has been rudely broken,
bho has, to an extent, declared
agalnt the Snlnt.

This new and threatening posi-
tion was assumed last year, through
the medium of a work entitled,
"Our Christian Heritage," of which
Cardinal Gibbons Is the authon
