Novembier 1 1870

LLAWRENCE, Mass,
October 20, 1570
Editoy Deseret Neowse

I comopleted my six wecks tour
through Maine and arrived in Bos-
lon per steamer on the morning of
the Is5th inst.

I have inmemory many I.I’ asant
reminiscences of Ul e wWieks ~i.q it
in tha “Pine State,”and sliall Liere-
after deem them the most ph.:‘mt,
on the whole, that I Lave yot ex-
perienced on my mission. On many
oecasions, during my tour through
the State, were the providences of
God manifested in my behalf. ‘The
people of almost every town and
village that I entered scemed
moved upon by the Holy Ghost to
pay me the respect they deemed
tdue toone whocalne to them in the
name of the Most High, They
would, on learning my calling g
from whence I ame, solicil nie,
often urgently, to addresz tliem,
and when I would malke an A
puiintment the news would ~vrm
spread on the wings of llw wind,
and may meelings would poence: alI‘
be crowded with people from all
parts within miles of the niceling.
AFE zuch times the Spirit of Goad
wotlld seem to meet with us, and |
would be so blessed withi it as Lo L
enalided to lay before Lhe people the
principles of eternal life in o man
ner calculated to make a good im-
pression upon Uiose wha listen .
in proseculing my libors in the
lmd.wmnls regions, I was fro/nent .-
Iy obliged to take long Journeya on
foot, and when overtaken by nizh t
fail, 'to test the hospitality of S0

settler. 1 was invariably well 1o
ceived, amd never met with
ankind repulse aaring my stay i
Lthe Hiale.

My expericnee jn Maine is in

strong contrast with my s pericic
in Massachusetts. In the latter
State a dully apathetic feeling In
regzard to rellgiuuq matters  per
vades the minds of the people.
It Is not exactly Ligotry, or even
prejudice altogethier, though both

ztlml.nll‘, bul T fear it muay b worse
than eithier, or at lesst as hal
Falso eystemas of pliflosopliy ure
Lbeing promulgated in this “modern
(Gireeee,” as the Stale is calledd
The people are “giving lced to
doctrines ol devils,” or we, pethiaps

more frequently, utterly re puisia-
ting all shades of religious belicfl
agd philvsophy, dedicating thei-
selves, with might, mind apd
strength, to the accumulation of
worldly gcods and the gratification
of carnality.

For years Vicloria Woodhull bas
sought admission into the hulls of
Boston, whereshe might present, in
lectures, her peculiar dJoctrines,
but she did not succeed till the eve-
ning of the 2d inst., when she lec-
tured in Paive Memorinl Hall, o
Luilding erected in honor of Toem
Paine. The hall was densely
thronged, fully one thousaud per-
sous beingipresent, at oae dollar
each for admissiou, and three thou-
saud who tried to get in were turn
ed away, so Boston papers suay.

It iz an awful sight to see thou-
satds of the most intellizent, most
learned, most highly civilized gen-
eration that ever lived upon the
earth; entertaining Lhe theught
that marriage is an unholy iustitu-
tion, which,with all marriage laws
and restrigtions, should be abolish-
ed, and that the sexeg should be
free and untrammelled in their
sexunl relations. 3ut such is the
sight that thls nation presents be-
fore God to.-day. And where will
it end, and what will the conse-
quenices be?
