Byrnes.i Flaccimio was marked out
fordea some time back; He be-

longed to a society known as Mafie. It
punishes by death any member who
divolKes its secrets or who give Infor-
mation to- - the police concerning the
Identity of italmembera who have vio
lated the laws ot the land. Flaccimio
aad done both and knew that ha was
to die. Ue arranged with bia son to
carry on his business in case of his
sudden disappearance. On Sunday,
October 14, n was enticed inte an
Italian restaurant at No. 8 til. Mark's
Place and a game ot cards waa made
the ground for a quarrel between him
and Carlo Quartero. The three men
imprisoned now swear they saw Carlo
ana Vlacenioe Quartero follow Ilac-cim- to

on the street. Francisco latia
says ha accompanied Flaccimio and
that he sought to prevent the murder.
Vinceszo made a lunge at Flaccimio
and latia dashed him aside. Carlo
then nmped forward and plunged a
dirk into Flaccimie's' breast. There
were none but Italians on the scene,
and with the exception of Carlo theyall returned to the restaurant and took
an oath of secrecy. Inspector Byrnes
says several reputable Sicilians belong
lo the Made, as a matter of protection
to themselves. The police expect to
have the murderer and bis brothers
under arrest soon.- -

A Tremendous Blot la Cbleagr.
Chicago, Oct. 21. The conductors

and drivers in the employ of the North
Chicago Street Railroad Co , continue
to bare "a hard road to travel." In
addition to an attack mad on one of
the cars manned by them last night,tHere was a serious tumult at Clay-bour- ne

Avenue and Halstead streets
today At that point huge timbers and
loads of brick were thrown across the
street; Tne neighborhood is densely
populated with working people and
these lulled the sidewalks, windows
and housetops. All of those on the
first car, consisting, of several
women ' passengers , and sever-
al men, before approaching
the barricade had been frightened off
by t'.e crowds of yelling boys. A
couple of strangers In the city, a re-
porter, the driver and two policemenwere i&ao only ones who remained.
When the car came to a halt, the air
became black with missiles firing from
the ho uso tops and windows. Shouts
and Imprecations of all kinds were
plentiful as the missiles flaw. The
lead in this part of the affair was
taken by women who were mixed in
the niob. The riot ended like the one
of last night, with the arrival fit a
patroR wagon filled with police. The
crowds dispersed with little trouble,
out reassembled wnen ice wagon ae
parted.'

A prisoner was rescued from tWo
officers who had been left at the spot,and tiaey were being- - bandied roughly
when the wagon again returned and
drove the crowd away. So far as
known, no one was seriously hurt.
