A great
ap tJ of th law, tbe greatest, the
ablest aud most popular deltueator ot
the law from the dajs of Justinian of
ancient Rome down until his day. wis
the renowned Mr. Blackstone himself
When portions of various nations had
settled tocceter in the islan I of Great
Britain some from the northern states
of Scandinavia, others from Brittany,
and the different parts of the Ger-
man or Saxon nuous aud had colltct?d
the laws of those countries for the
luriose uf having tljem assimilated,
so that those people who oarne from
their various countries should hive
oue established usigo of law for the
regulation of all their civil and crimi-
nal procedures iu the adjudication of
taeir ditlleultles with each other,
the learned Chancellor Blackstone
uudertook this gieat task, aud from
the alembic of his intelligent an 1

powerful miud brought forth anJ
enunciated his views of the law. These
views have beta held to be the basis of
all legit adiuinistratlon; the funda-
mental principles of jurisprudence
among all Christian nations ever iuce
he published them.

to inform the world of the principle's
of our faith, and we have not tired at
It yet; we are still si;iiiini; missionaries
U the four quarters of the earth. SVc
have sent them without stint of num-
bers to the people of this great nation,
the United States; have endeavored to
Inform them ever since the year 18.'D,
and especially since the endowment at
Kirtlaud in i, when the Apostles,
II ' Kb Priests and Elders went forth into
all parts of this natiou, as far as per-
mitted, and as.fast as they had oppor-
tunity, to inform the people of the
principles of our faith. But it seems
almost impossible to et to their ears,
and much less likely to reach their
hearts. It appears to have been easier
for us in an early day to receive that
measure which the Lord had revealed
for our benefit than it Is now when He
is Hiving us so much that the new wine
cannot be received into the old vessels,
and if it could we do not know what the
results would ue. in these our times,
some of the feeble and faint hearted
will no doubt think tnat because of tbe
efforts at persecution against us we
have reason to be very sad, to pull long
laces ana oe cast down occause we are
oppressed. - Brethren, not so. Do not
think of It a minute. So long as we
are dealt with In a milder manner than
our Master was, we have reason to be
thankful, and ought to go on our way
rejoicing. So loux as we are not dealt
with more harshly than our brethren
have been in former periods of time
aud in this dispensation in which we
live, we have leasou to be thankful.

W e lament the absence of our breth-
ren of the First Presidency, and several
of the Council of the Twelve Apostles.
We woul be glad and thankful if we
could have them all with us, tut we
are pleased that so many of us can be
with you as are here. We hope
that the conference will result in
strengthening tbe good resolutions of
every Latter-da- y Saint in invigoratingtbe energies of all who are-i-n anywise
atlllcted, or oppressed with temptationaud trials of any kind. The Lord told
the brethren In his day those whom

He told them that when they experi-
enced these things they were to lift up
their beads and rejoice for great was
their reward in beaten. Therefore, we
have the assurance that If we are ti ue
and faithful we shall suffer trials and
temptations as they did in former days,
and- as Joseph and Hyram and tbe
brethren of the Apostles, with a host
of Elders, have done in these Latter-day- s

for the principles ot the Gospel.
These things, however, should not

move us, or they should only, If they
move us at all, strengthen as to stand
true to the holy faith of the Gospel, to
the principles, ordinances and insti
tutions which the Lord has revealed
unto us. We may expect to meet op-
position on every hand, but our op-
position may come in a different form
from what our bretbren have formerly
had to endure; we should, however, be
armed with the spirit of divine truth,
so that we may comprehend our duty
under every circumstance and every
condition in life.

When Congress
passed the law of 1SG2 I heard him
make this remark rather startling at
the time that a man who would not be
willing to pay his fine and take a term
of imprisonment for a real, good, vir-
tuous woman was not worthy of a wife
at all. Well, let us learn to look at
these things in a proper manner, and
be thankful that our conditions are no
worse. Let us look to God continual-
ly ; He will guide and control all things
for the good of His people.There Is a portion of the writ-m- gs

of the Apostle Paul to
the Ephesians that seet&s so
appropriate to our condition that
1 propose to read in tbe bearing of tbe
congregation a part of the 8ib chapter,
comuaeucing at the 10th verse :

This crime of
taking another wife when a man has
one is called bigamy, aud there are
laws and penalties against It. With
the Latter-da- y Saints, there is no fraud
practiced, the secoud wife being od

with the mutu.tl conseut of the
first, and in accordance with the
revelations of God. There is In
that aft, crime at all, unless soint;
law of God i violated, or somebody is
Injured in the matter. If tuis u nonac-
tion that I have just named violates
the law of God, or if it injures or in
fringes ttpon the rights of a brother or
a sister, then th&re iuav be some ground
tor pronouncing it a crhnt;, but be-
lief (n, an I praclica qf, the eternity
and plurality of the marriage vovenuut
do not violate the law of God, be-
cause He has commanded His peopleto accept and obey it. Neither is it au
infringement upon the rigatsof others,
neither men nor women, but gives all
women an opportunity to become
honorable wives aud mothers, and inus
to shut out what is politely called the
social evil, with all its horrid coneomii
lams of seduction, fgjticjde, iofanU-uid- e

aud ail the train uf sexual inono-gami- c

evils which aud Infest
Christendom.

It, then, we violate no law of God
nor right ol our fellows, wherein, I ask
again, consists the crime of our
rcl.gi.jus faith? It is iu thi: that

Where-
in consists the crime of Daniel prayinu
to the God of Israel? Simply because
King Darius forbade hi in doing It.

Whut constituted the crime of the
Hebrew children tn worshiping the
God of Heaven? Solely because Nebu-
chadnezzar commanded them to wor-
ship tne golden Image, which they would
not do. What is the intrinsic nature
of our crime in believing and practic-
ing the eternal covenant of plqral mar-
riage as revealed by the Almighty, and
as we are commanded to do? Simply
and solely this; Congress passed a
law making It a penal offense to do so.
This is all the criminality there is about
it; and the question remains for each
one to answer, Shall we obey God or"
man?

What Is liberty tbe liberty that you
and I and all men are entitled to enjoy?It Is that we do not violate the law of
God, or that we do not Infringe upon
the rights and liberties of our fellow
creatures. That is true liberty. Upon
that hang also the law aud tbe prophets.in tbe establishment of this princi-
ple of te Gospel, the marriage cove-
nant, it is intended Only for God's
people, and not for the people of the
woria. rney ao uot want it. ineywould like to have that iibertv which
is not liberty but license by which
they can continue and perpetuate se-
duction and adultery among them
keep up their houses of prostitution
and their places of assignation.

ren are hailed to prison ; because theyare true and faithful to their families;because they have taken wives In or-

BOYS' SCHOOL SUITS,

This celebrated geutlemm who Is
considered to this present day as one
of the greatest, If not the very greatest
legal light of the age, laid it down
plainly and emphatically that man
had no right to make any laws contrary
to or iu conflict with the law ol GJd. I

wish evei v lawyer throughout the na
tion would read it and uuderstaud it
for when they depart from that rule
thev become apostate from the
faith of true legal jurispru-
dence as laid down by this
distinguished apostle of the law; and
furthermore, he held.that the laws which
should regulate or constitute tne tuns
prudence of every nation were derived
from and based upon the laws revealed
bv God through the propnet Moses
This gentlemau stated aud laid down
as a fact that the Ten Commandments,
the ancient law of God, were held by
him to be the baaiSj and fundamental
DrinciDle of all law. luatlca and ad
ministration that should be had among
tbe human iamiiy. ue claims tnat as
the basis of his work. Then no man
who is a true lawyer, after the order of
tbe celebrated ttiacKstone, can say in
truth that it is the highest duty of a
good citizen that be should observe tn
all things the laws of the laud, unless it
be first established tnat tnose laws are
consistent with tbe laws of God.

Now, then, wherein are we trans-
gressors? I wish to call your atten-
tion to this a few mlnttea, because I
desire my brethren and slaters to
understand whenever they are called
In question before tbe tribunals of this
nation l want our ooys ana
girls that- - are growing p around
us to understand what is tbe nature of
that which is called crime, which is al-

leged against their fathers, and in
which their mothers are participants,
it was never alleged against us
as men of Israel, as ".Mormons," if
you please, that we were violators, or
had been, violators of any law of the
land until July 18tsi. It was
never proven and cannot now be shown
that we, as a people, were violators of
any law of the land whatever. In 1802,
a law was enacted against bigamy, or
polygamy. The term bigamy bad al-

ways been used before, but now It was
coupled wtttt polygamy In order that it
might be made to reach, and be under-
stood by everybody as intended for.the
Latter-da- y Saints.

Now, then, to come at the matter In
question, what is the crime, if any there
is, in this doctrine of heavenly mar-
riage as we hold it, the doctriae of the
eternal covenant of marriage, incident
to which is plurality of wivesil When
we married our wives at the first we
were New Englanders, Britons, Scan-
dinavians, &c we were married until
death should us part. That wasT,ie
period for which we ruade contract,
whether we went into thfc church and
had the ordinance solemnized by an
ecclesiastic, or whether it was done
before a justlco of the peace, judge,
or any civil magistrate. When tbe law
of God came, before the doctrine of
the eternity and plurality of marriage
was taught to us, the Lord gave us a
revelation, in a very early day, in regard
to members of other enqrabea being

Home ftf ttem qoubtedtbe need of being reraptjzed. They
said we were baptised iuto the Baptistcburcb ; we were sprinkled in the
Methodist church, In tae Presbyterian.
In the Congregational ; why be baptized
again? The Lord in answer to this
question told tHs people that all old
oqyenants He bad paused q be done
away; but ?qehqldjf le said, "! ei?e
unto you a new and everlasting cove-
nant." Therefore, all had to go forth,
who had been baptized by men having
no authority to administer, and be bap-
tized by oue who had authority, in the
name of Jesus, for the forgiveness of
sins, and for admission into tbe Church
bf Christ. By aud by, when we had
walked before tbe Lord for a number'
of years, lie revealed to us the laws of
marriage, Weil regulated pareqts do
not leach their children when they are
dandling them on their laps the nature
of the covenant, or the ordinance, or
the duties ot marriage. They wait un-

til they are grown ap. It is proper
that they saotud wait until, their chil
dren have attained to years of judg-
ment, understanding, and perhaps to
the age of puberty. 89 the Lqrd, in
dealing with His ' children, ul4 hot
reveal this eternal covenant of mar-
riage until His people had lived a while
la keeping the first UWB n,d ordinances
of the Church, audjwoed ta walk in
the light of th Ifqlf Spirit,; and to
purify themselves from the various nts

with which they wers attend-
ed when they went Jnto the waters of
baptism, and become better prepared
for more exalted principles and truths.
One of tha last groat principles that
the Prophet JoaepU was commanded of
God to teach us was the law regulatingthe eternity of marriage; that, where-
as, we had taken oar wives oolyt until
death should as part, we should now
understand that w were, while" In
the flesh, lay lag" the foundation
for eternal dominions, crowns and
exaltations; that oar-wive- s "and our
children wefe .giyeo. to os of Qcd for
the purpose of laying the foundation of
a kingdom j that we shall have, U we
are faithful and obedient, the covenant
of eternal life ourselves and the power
to seal the same upon oar generations,
that they may become, aa Abraham's,
like the sands of tbe sea shore for num-
ber . itl .

The Latter-da- y Saiqt claim to be
the children of'' Abraham, and If
they are the children, ot Abraham theywill do the works of Abraham. It was
difficult for men and women from ail
parts oi $he world,who bad Uyed 1 a tbe
moaogamio order all ttU lire, to; ao-ce- pt

tils doctrine of tbe eternity and
plurality of marriage. It was ,"a new
and everlasting covenant r ; and if , ye
abide not that covenant, then ere
damned, saith the lArd.",TbJ wise tbe
obligation that was laid upoa the
Prophet Joseph, and, through him.
upon the tree believers of the Church,
even all who were worthy to accept pf
these obligations. It was heteln. that
the Elders nd their wlvee extended
their faith enlarged? their 4bedleuce
and accepted the terms of the new and
everlasting -- covenant, - extending not
through time only, bat eternity also.
