ine street can in Liverpool snowed
me that the inhabitants are not opposed
in practice to me introduction or Amer
ican conveniences when useful. Theyare, however, constructed a mue diner- -
ently, having accommodation on the
roof, to which passengers ascend bv
means of small iron steps at the back of
tne car, tne rails also are made and laid
in such a manner, that the wheels of
other vehicles cannot, as in America,run upon mem.

There are in this corrupt place in
numerable "publio houses'' or bar
rooms, which. In the evening, are filled
to overflowing with men and women,
whose songs and oaths may be heard
all night by-thos- e whoj live near the
principal thoroughfares of thecity.

in .Liverpool I preached for the first
time, and although I fearfully dreaded
the ordeal, I am happy to aay that the
sympathetic, honest Lancashire faces
of my hearera encouraged me sufficient
ly to do my duty and bear my testl
mony with gladness, and when snbse.
quentiy I became acquainted with
some of them. I was rejoiced to find
much cordiality and kindness.

As soon as Dr. Park arrived from
Ireland, we determined at once to pro
ceed to the ''continenr'postponing our
lntenaea visits to me .English schools
and universities, until our return to
England, after havlnar thoroughly- - ex
amined the famous school and collezes
of Oermanv. We therefore took our
places In one of those express trains,
wnicn travel irom iiirerpooi to Jjon- -
don, 200 miles, in something less than
uvenours.

There Is no Institution in which tha
dirxerence or character between Ameri
can and European civilisation is made
so apparent as In that great Institution,the railroad.

I must say In Justice, that there is at
least one redeeming point In favor of
European railroads, especially in Eng
land: it is the bewiiderinir speed with
which their "engines" travel, thanks to
me excellent condition or their roads.
49 to 45 miles an hour being the usual
speed of an express train.

In travelling to London, the Doctor
and x noticed the carefully cultivated
fields, the pretty hedges and the general
tidiness of every thing en the road, but
aitnougn we passea tnrough manufac
turing districts, we were unable even
to see most of the many towns on the
way, as, in Europe, the trains do not
pass through me villages and towns
themselves as In America, but invaria
bly travel round them, depositing and
using up passengers on the outskirts.

we reached me mammoth city on
Saturday nieht. by one of the many
branches of mat maze called tbe Metro--

oil tan railroad. At Bishop's Grove,Eiall's Pond Road, we found Bishop
Rrintoa, me president of the London
conference, with whom we staid and
experienced a cordial and brotherly hoe--

Aiy stay in Ajonaon was so short thatI waa not able to learn moon about the
Church in that city, but I attended the
meetings of the North .London branch
nearPenton vllle.and I was enabled to ap-
preciate with what zeal,with what faith
tbe Balnts in London gather round the
missionaries wno oring tnem tne gospeltruth. The meetinr-houa- e waa full. and
the Bainta presented the appearance of
steady, inaustrious, respeotaoie-lookln- g

working men and women, with here
and there a few persons, who. from their
dress and manner, seemed to be In the
enjoyment of quite comfortable circum
stance. The Doctor and I both address
ed the meeting, and as is the case in
Europe, we became acquainted . with
many of the Balnts at the close of the
religions exercises, and exchanged manya hearty shake of tbe hand. Here as in
Liverpool the Bainta greeted us with
hearfelt kindness, appearing very much
interested in our answers to their nun
dred question about Utah. We reluo
tantiy took' leave of them, and felt
thankful for the happy spirit which we
enjoyed amoDg tnem.
