following day I was repentodly go-
liclted to address the people of the
villnge named, 1 consented to do
nned anade an appointment for
I'riday evenlng, the 7th instant, to
lecture on **UTtah and Her 'eople)’
a5 it was thought such a lecture
would best sait the oceaston. ri-
day evening was avery stormy one,
and I scarcely expected n dozen
persons Lo turn oul. Great was my
surprise and pleasuwre when, on
reaching the lecture roowm, I found
it nearly full, and, before my ad-
dresa commenced, nearly every seal
in the hall was thlli:ivl[ [ pave
them an account of the early rize of
the church,the travels and porsecu-
tions it hind undergone, &c., a des-
cription of Salt Take Clty, Salt
lm{m the appearance, products, re-
sources, mines, &e¢ , of the territory.

I was lstened t:, with strict at-
tention till the close, when, hav-
ing been urgently solicited by sev-
eral gentlemen present, and hav-
ing had the use of the village
cliurch tendered to me by those
who were supposed Lo Lhave a right
to ofler it, I gave out an appoint-
ment for u meeting in that build-
ing on the fulluwing HSunday morn-
ing, at 1v o’clock. The room used
on the present oceasion was a small
hall over the school-rogm, and the
church was proflered because it was
thought neither the huall nor the
school roomr was  large enough or
uappropriate, [ remarked the un-
common oceurrence of having a
church proflered to meo for a meet
ing,.but it was explained to me
that the I]LU] sl of the village,
though belonging to several difter-
ent denominations, had united in
building tho |'hur:-l|, ench share-
holder owning one or more poews,
and that, n3 there was no resident
minister, any sharehcllder had a
right to invite the minister of his
choiee, provided the house was not
previously engaged, to preach. 1
had been solicited by many of the
pew-holders to hold a meeling on
the Bunday following my leceture,
and was assured that the chureh
was nol engnzed.

obstacle in

the way of the spread of Lhe tiulhygd

if  possible, and when Sunday
mornitge came, there came with
it & rumor thdt “that Mormon
reacher couldu’t preach in the
chureh that morniong, for au Ad-
vent preacher had engaged QL first,”?
I afterwards learned thatl a cer-
tain very religious man had run
his horse very sgvetely in order Lo
gpread the rumor, thinking to
thereliy deter the people from com
ing to hear moe, as he knew that
but few would fturn oul to
hear the Adventist, and the Sun-
iday ‘school  would oecupy the
church in the afternoon and even-
ing. Thus he thought Lo prevent
my getting at the people.  But he
had *adly miscalculated the eilect
which the rumor would have. It
seems Lhat 1o ene but him knew
anything about the Adventist’s ap-
pointment, and the people readily
understood il to be a mere trick to
keep me out of the chureh, and as
a consequence nearly every adult
person iu the village became inter-
ested at once, and at the hour ap-
pointed commenced (o nssemble
near the school-house and chureh,
which were close together, I'he
ew-holders who had invited -me to
old meeling were very indignant
at the miserable altempt to close
the church against me, but they
told me that bard feelings would
result if they insisted on their right
to have the meeling held in the
church, though but Lhree pew-
holders objected, and proflered the
school-house instead, [ _told them
it made no diflerence to me. The
school-house wias accordingly
thrown open,and was quickly filled
by an audience comyprising nearly
the tolal adult population of the
village, a much larger audience
than I ¢ould have expected had it
not been for the folly of those ep-
posed to the meeting,
My subject was, “What the Lat-
ter-day Balnts believe, and why
they belleveit,"” a Hlllj(.‘t_t covering
a great deal of ground, and for an
hour and a half the cruwded audi-
ence listened with seeming :[uep
interest while T set forth (-ieurly yet
of necessity briefly, the principlew
of faith, repentance, baptism for
the remission of 'dnq laying on
of hands forthe gift of the ﬁloly
Gihost, continnous revelation, neces-
sity of an inspired primthoud bap-
tism for the dead and the divine
authenticity of the Boek of Mor-
mon. [ felt well and the Spirlt of
God was upon me, insemuch that I
was enabled to presentelearly and
cunciuelr the principles of the Gos-
pel, with much evidence from rea-
son, analogy and Seripture in sup-
port of them, and [ learned on that
occasion, as 1 had learned before,
that a man can say a great deal lu
little time when the Holy Glost is
upon bim. The meeting gave great
satisfuction. My sayiugs were yo-
weated and commented upon, and
[ heard of several saylug in cilegt,
“Why, he dido’t say a word about
polygnmy but preached right
frem hib]u all the time, and a
pretty guud doctrine too.”
On the following day I was re-
peatedly solicited to address the
la again, and in the evening
was formally waited upon by Lwo
of the school commitles, who tend-
ered to me the use of the school-
and urgently requested me
to permit them to spread an ap-
Folntmant for Tuesday evening,
he 11th inst, Of course I was

pleased to consent.

Just before the hour appointed, I
proceeded, lu company with mine
hioat, to the school-house. A large
number had assembled in front of
it, intent on securing a seat in time,
but tho school-house was locked
and dark., “*Where is the key!”
wias a question that passed from
mouth to mouth, but all that was
known about it was the fact that it
could not be found. T saw that an-
other mean trick was attempted,
antd that the school agents were
boiling with indignation, and were
trying .to keep the truth from the
crowd while one of their number
went in pursuit of the key. He at
length returned with it, opened the
door, and the people, w ho had been
stendily gathering, some of them
coming severa! miles, rushed into
the room, quickly filling it,

The contemplible effort of Lhe
copposition™ to hide the key had
miserably failed, and had not even
delayed the nwelln;‘, for at just two
minutes after the time appointed 1
commenced my discoure. My sub-
jeet ‘this timo was, “Evidence of
the divine suthenticity of the Book
of Mormon.” Durlng my remarks
I did not eondescend to notice the
ellort te prevent the meeting, but
confined myself to proving that
more revelation was necessary, that

the Book of Mormon was a divine
record, that it had come forth in
fultilment of several BScriptural

prophecics, aud that there wasa
vt amount of internal and collat-
ernl evidence in favor of its divin-
ity. Ou closing my remarks 1 sin-
cercly thanked the people for the
cordial reception Lhey had tendered
me, and for thelr numerous attend-
anew and Kind attention. All left
the room feellng frst rate about
what they had heard, and the three
or four bigoted religionists, who
constituted the “opposition™ party,
have simply 1neurred the universal
amd lasting contempt of their tel-
low citizens for their pains in trying
1o hedgze tp the way of o cervant
af the Living God, though Lhey
ontem pluctsly styled him ““that
voung Mormon Elder.” ‘Uhus it
repeatedly happens in oy travels
ard ministry; the liord turns the
oppesition of men who try to hedge
(i 1y wiy Lo excellent account in
opening it ul , Bresult precisely the
oppesite of the one intended,  The
enmily of the bigoted he caused to
gecuro for me the sympathy of the
wise anel good, NO weapon formed
against me prospers, and just as
certs alnly nd any man attempts Lo
plant thorns in my path, just as
stprely he reaps himeell a thorny
crop, and tho harvest usually comes
10 quickly and profusely as to sur-
prise and dismay the oppuser of the
work in which I am engaged,

On the whole, my visit to Far-
mington has been one of the most
pleasant incidents in my mission
thus far. | have met with many
friends, and held thice meelings,
at which much good was done. |
leave at daylight to-morrow morn-
ine for Redfield, fifteen miles dis-
tant.
