Pickens, Who Won Junior Exhibi-
tion Prize at Yale, to Head It,

NEGROES T0 CONQUER HAYTI

Whe Junta Mas Its Headquarters in
Sturgio, Ky ~Plan 1s Thoroughly
Vioplan In Character,

New York, May b~Willam Plckens,
the negro who won the junior exhibi-
tion prize at Yale, has been asked to be-
come the head of a new Afro-American
républic to be established in Haypti,
says & World dispatch from New Ha-
ven, Conn, In his oration which won
the prize Plekens discussed Haytl's
freedom and declared against it

The scheme is to effect a conguest
of the island of Haytl by Amervican
negroes and to set up i government,
Utoplan in character, The junta of
the movement Is at Sturgis, Ky, and
the correspondent of the society is N.
L. Musgrove. He asks that Mr, Plok-
eng act asg gecretary and board mem-
ber in this section, and sayg that the
Yale man would eventually be chosen
as president of the soclety, It ls also
cuggested that he take the lecture plat-
:lurm and ralge funds for the organiza-~

on,

Mr, Pickens, when seen, gald that he
had the matter under consideration and
would seek advice before enlisting his
service In the movement, In discuss-
Ing the plan he sald:

"Innovations and noveltles [n  the
methods of government are proposed
after Haytl has been overcome, While
the government would be republican in
it political formation [t would be ad-
ministered ax a gigantic corporation, of
which all members of the soclety would
be stockholders, All land titles and
franchises are to be vested In  the
state.  All dangerous and Incorrigible
criminals will be provisioned and set
adrift on the sea to seek other shores,

“Agriculture, manufacturing and all
other nrofitable Industries are to be en-
couraged.

“Public schools are to be establighed
and liberty is to be widespread, but the
rights of each Individual are to be
bounded by the equal rights of every
other,”

In eoal and gold mines and at the
salmon fsheries,
