Be it enacted by the Senale and
House of Representaiives of the
United States of America, en Con-
gress assembled, That the act en-
titledl “An act to encourage the
grow th of timber on western prair-
ies,” approved March third, eigh-
teen hundred and s*r-vbnt)-three
be, and the same is hereby, amend-
ed &0 as to read as follows: 'I'hat
any person whe is the head of a
famlly or who has arrived at the age
of twenty-one years, and Iz s ¢itizen
of the United hlatep, or who shall
have filed his declaration of inten-
tion to become such, as required b
the naturalization Lu; s of the Unit-

ed States, who shall plant, protect,
and keepina healthy, growing con-
dition for eight years, forty acres of
timber, the trees thereon not bein
more than twelve feet apart each
way, on any guarier section of any
of the ]-ubllc lands of the United
States, or twenty acres on any le-
gal subdivlamu of eighly acres, or
ten acres on any legal subdivision
of forty acres, or one-fourth part of
any fractional subdivision of land
less than forty acres, shall be enti-
tled to a patent for the whole of
said quarter seclion, or of such legal
subdivision of eighty or forty acres,
or lracticual subdivision of less than
forty reres, as (he case may be, at
the expiration of =ald eight years,
on muaking proof of such fact by not
less than two credible witnesses:
Provided, That not more than one
quarter of any section shall be thus
grauted, aid that no per:ion shall
make more than one entey under
the peovisicns of this act, unless
fractivnal subdivisions of Jess than
forty acres are entered which, in
the agzregale, shinll not exceed vue
quarter e tion.

SEC, 20 That the person ajpply
ing for the Lenelit of this et shall,
upon appiication to the register of
the land-district in which he or =he
is about to make such entry, make
affldavit before the register, or the
receiver, or some oflieer authorized
to administer oaths in the dJdistriet
where the land is situated, who is
required by law Lo use an oflicial
seal, that said entry is made fur the
cultivation of timber, and upon
filing said affidavit with sald regis-
ter an i =aid receiver, and on pay-
msent of ten dollars, he or she shall
thereupon be permitted to enter
the quantity of land specified; and
the party making aun eutry of a
guarter-section under the provis-
fons of this act shall be required to
break ten acres of the land covered
thereby the first year, ten acres the
second year, and twenty acres the
third year after date of entry, and
to plant ten acres of timber the
second year, ten acres the third
yeur, and twenty ucres the
fourth year aftor date of entry. A
party making an entry of cighty
acres shall break and plaut at the
times hereinbefore presceribied, vne
half of the quantity required of a
party who enters ajuarter-se¢iion,
and a party entering forty aeies
shall break aund plant;, at the
times hereinbefore prescribed one
quarter of the gquantity required ofa
party who enters a gquarter-scetion,
or a proportionate quantity for
any smaller fractional subdivisions:
Provided, horwever, That no final
certificate sha!l be ziven or patent
isauned for the land so entered until
the expiration ot cight years from
the date of such entry; and, if at
the e¢xpiration of nucl?l time, or at
any time within five years there-
after, the pcrson making such en-
try, or if he or she be dead, his or
her heirs or legal representatives
shall prove, by two credible wit-
nesses, that he, or she, or they have
planted, and for not less than eight
yvears, have cultivated and protec.
ted such guantity and character of
timber as aforeeald, they shall re-
ceive a patent for such quarter-sec-
tion or legal subdivision of elghty
or forty acres of land, or for any
fractional quantity of less than
forty acres, as herein provided,
And in caso of the death of a per-
son who has complied with the
provisions of this act for the period
of three years, his heira or legal
representatives shall have the op-
tion to comply with the provisions
ef thisact,and receive, at the expira-
tion of eight years, a patent fcrone
hundred and sixty acres, or receive
without delay a patent for forty
acres, relinquishing all claim to the
remainder.

SeC. 3. That if at any time Jafter
the filing of said afMldavit, and prior
to the issuing of the patent for said
land, the claimant shall abandon
the laml. or fail to do the breaking
and planting required by this act,
or any part thereof, or shall fail to
cultivate, protect and keep in good
condition such timber, ther, and
in that event, such land shall be
sulject to eutry under the home-
stead Jaws, or by some other per-
son under the provisionsof this act
Provided, that the party making
claim to ﬂaid land, either as a home-
astead settler or under this act, shall
give, al the time of filing his appli-
cation, such notice to the original
claimant as shall be prescribed by
the rules established by the Com-
missioner of the General Land-
Oflce, and the rights of the parties
shall be determined as in other
contested cases,
