Yale has never had so many expert
enced oarsmen to use as n nucl cum for
tier crew Ol six veterans of former
rights only two are now rowing In tho
first varsity boat Captain Whitney and
Allen Six members of last years ree
ord breaking freshman crew hevs-
crowded out the rut of tho veterans
The crew which Mr Cook has selected
in nn Intestlnl ona compared with
former Yale crews In point of age the
crew Is younger than Yale eights usu
ally are and contains fewr har
veterans than any that has represented
the university In a number of jears
The crew Is superior In skill but lack
Ing In muclo as compared with tho-

nvrego Yale eight The two qualities
sem to blnpco pretty well however

o that the men cannot be said to be
physically weak It Is not nt all likely
that changes will be made so late In the
day In fact they are seldom made after
the middle at April at Yale and this-
years race U to be held earlier than-
