machine in a .flouring mill. A
large wooden cylinder . or drum
swinging near the ground on a pairof wheels, has an opening near but a
little fn front of ita lower extremi-
ty, and la fitted Inside with fans
which revove rapidly as the ma
chine advance?, creating a strong
suction, which lifts up grass
hoppers 'and pretty much every-
thing: else .withinT reach, , drags
them, through the machine, and
when they emiene from- - the rear
