numerous sututs, trees an (lowers In
the I'lsxaln froulofour roums form a
picture which leaves its Impress on

the mind, never to be obliterated.
It Is a custom In Mexico In build

houses In a squaro block, leaving an
open court where quite often (lowers
aud shrubs are taslemll) cultivated as
at our hotel The eiitrsnce Is guarded
by a large double and very hoavy gate
orUourwa), with a amalfur door for
ounvtulence. for at night the hotel
gateway Is dosed after If or 10 o'clock.
At tbe hotel, nt which I stayed In
Chlliuabua,a man alert every night lu
reach of a smaller gateway, which
waa fastened within. Thla (so unlike
tbo American) savors something of a
city of bars, gates an I walls. This,
with tho narrow streets, so often
lavod with cobble rock, even right
hero lu Mexico City, Is not entirely
without exception, but I will ssy that
uiodorn luventlou Is remedying this
awful rumbllngnver the cobble rocks,
ana the horse Is (leased when occasion-
ally he stepi on the I locka of wood as
paveciouc,

It muat bs understood that ths City
of Mexico Is altuated lu a groat basin

The caao of Itsbert Iloardman, be-
