settlement by peaceable means. Mor-
ton is spoken of as a "Wall Street
money shark, and a snsrer in the un-
holy gains of many greedy corporations
that have cruelly oppressed their em-
ployee." The resolutions also refer
to General Harrison's vote on the
Chinese bill while in the Senate.

The sessions of the Federal ton were
held with closed doors, and it is
charged openly that some thirty or
forty accredited delegates known to be
republicans were refused admittance
to the hall. The greatest difficulty was
encountered to obtain how many ac-
credited delegates were present .and
participated in the. session. From
democratic sources it Is asserted there
were 265 delegates present, while from
republican sources it ts claimed only63 delegates participated in the adop--tion 01 tae political resolutions, andtwo of these, one a greenbacker and
the other a republican, were opposedto aciopimg tae resolutions.
