lust received from Yrek. May 20,
says that llasbrouckj left Boylea
Camp, May th. and liaa teen
acoutlujr since. Ills command con
sisted or eighth battery B, fourth
artillery, troops B and O of the
first cavalry, and the Warm Spring
Indiana, 210 men In all. Jackson
had chanre of B and O. lie har--
rued the Indians, and soon found
that his men fought well Ir every
Instance, and paid little heed to
hunger. The Indians were van-

quished. Captala Il&sbrouck speci-
ally prafees the gallantry of B
troop and a portion of Q. In
the charge at Dry Luke, the
men ecaled a ridge of twenty
foet high In tho lace of the Modocs,
and drove them away. Captain
Jackson led the right, Lt. Moss the
left, and Lts. tBoutelle and Kyle
held the other bold positions.
Capt. Ifasbroucklias not lost a man
Mnce the Pry Lake engagement.
Arteni Chokus, Long-leg- s, ne
Kyed Dixie and two Modocs return-
ed to this ranch hut evening and
were interviewed. Five women
were captured by Capt. Hasbrouck's
command, and from : them were
gleaned interesting ' accounts of
the Modoc operations during .the
last few , months. The cap-
tives were Mrs. Waohmetel,
Boston" Charlej-'-a two sisters, mo-
ther of Black Jim, and one maiden
whose relatives have attained no
notable distinction. They report
that Khac"i Nasty Frank, Hhack
Nasty Jake, Shack Nasty Bill,
SU-ambo- Frank, Ellen's Man,
Hooka . Jim, the father of Boston
Nick, and peveral other Motiocs

been killed and many wound
etl. Curly lleadea Jack carried a
piece of lead in Ids body for several
days, and when last teuJe was
apparently booked fori the happy
hunting ground. i -

Tho rause of the dLsaffeetion of
the Modocs after the Ittttle was the
interesting fact that Jack had con
sulted n stolen chronometer, and
after sundry gestures and exclama
tions lie promised lib followers that
theyf-lioul- d ehed rifle bullets as a
duck does water, and escape un
harmed. The confidence this state-
ment inspired was rudely dispel--
led bv Halroucks encounter.wheii
several Modocs were killed and
others wounded. Indignation
reigned supreme lit Jack's house-
hold, and the Cottonwood branch
of the tribe rrom r airclilkl s decid-
ed to fight no more. This resolu-
tion led toJack's clandestine depart --

ure.The Cottoitwoods,numbering 20
warriors and fifty women and child-ren.hurrk- nl

to the snow mountains,
at the southern end of the lava de-

posit, preparatory to traveling to
the Yalnox reservationnd Implor-
ing pardon of the great fathers at
Washington. The sudden and un--

excted advent of Hasbrouck's
cavalry, and the Warm Spring In-
dians . disturbed these peaceful
meditations pand caused them to
run. Durintr the stampede, Mrs.
Hendricks, Llmpy, threw her
babe, six months old, to the ground,
in hope of escaping, but she was
soon after killed by the Warm
Spring warriors. The babe- - was
brought hither and turned over to
a local squaw. Artena also learned
rrom the Alodoc women tnat the
Cottonwoods earnestly desired any
action looking to peace. About
this time the gentle Warm Springs
outside the interviewing apartment
commenced singing one of their
national' melodies, and drawing
orient Knives across tneir neat
mocassins, whjch caused an uneasi-
ness among the squaws and ter-
minated the consultation. Capt
Hasbrouck said he Was willing to
have the Modocs surrender and he
would oflor them every facility fpr
so tioing. Artena, cnoRas, ana
Dixie, who have hitherto been of
trreat service to the srovernment.
caught tho idea immediately, and
wanted to be employed as emis
saries. They were provided with
horses and provisions for two days
and were sent after the Modocsynud
early this morning they start on
tneir mission.

In a dispatch from Fairchild's Ar
tena says the Indians are fifty miles
from here; they number fifteen war
riors and nlty squaws and children.
The Great Spirit had caused their
hearts to bleed for the whites, and
they all wanted to return to the
fold and live at peace amonsr the
whites,- - for their lines prevented
them from appearing within reach
of the army. (They wanted a peace
talk: with the great white chief,
meaning Gen.; Davlx. They wanted
him to come wt and see t hem
and have a long talk over matters.
No Modoc would surrender without
a peace talk. Dixio corrolvo rated
the statement of Artena. ' General
Davis told Artena and Mixle to go
to the Modoc camp w, and
tell the Indians that he should not
come out for a peace talk; he did
not lelieve in peace talks away
from his men.:. The Indians must
come to mm ir mey wanieu uuk.
lie would allow them to surrender,
and he. gave them until Friday
morninto appear at headquarters.
AfU-- r then he should shoot every
Modoc he found with a gun. The
women told Kairclillds they should
not return to the Modoc camp.
