The Bill Reviving the Title ‘“‘Gen-
eral of the Army”’ Passes
the Senate.

) SENATE.
WASHINGTON, May 20.—A message was
read from the President returning wilheut
his appreval a bill appropriating £75,000 for
a public building at Youngstown, O.
Sherman said the people of Youngstown

and its vicinity, and the people of Ohio,

would be surprised”at the character of the
message just read. ‘The people wounld like
the President to be impartinl, Youngstown
whas one of the most NHoarishing ns of
the United States, with probably 30,000 in-
habitants and with a postal revenne of
some 84000, The reasons given in the
President’s message seemed to him paltry—
not a polite phrase, he admitted, He usn-
derstood that the President was in favor of
8 bill reported by the Senator from Mis-
souri (Vest) allowing post office buildings
in 4 town of 40,000 or 50,000, And for which
he (Sherman) intended Lo vote when it
was put in proper form. e disapproved of
the way in which the veto power as nsed in
small matters not affect constitutional
powers or any question of discretionary
powers. Congress, he said, ought to raise
above such a level. With the atinost kind-
ness Lo the Presldent, forhe liked him in
miany respecis, he assorted that ir the Pres-
tdent were thus ailowed to veto measures
that were p unanimously anid where
principle was clear, Congress would be ab-
:::gniug Ms power and surrendering its au-
oriLy.
Sherman's remarks were replied to by
Vest and Call, and after considerable do
bate the message was referred to the conr
mittee on public busdings and grounds.
Mandcerson, from the commitiee on mili-
tary affairs, reporicd a bill to revive the
grade of general of the U, S. Army. He
raid that its purpose was o rervive during
the lifetime of the present lieutenant gen-
eral, the grade of

Both these grades were Lo cecase with the
hte of Lieutenant-General Sheridan. He
wonld not take up the time of the commitiee
in refg to the occasion whirh made the
bill a proper one for Immediate considera-
tion, and he therefors ssked unsnimous
consent to have the thrl now considered.
Berry objected and the bill was placed on
the calendar.

Sherman moved that the Senate do now
proceed to the consideration of the fisheries
tregly in open executive session. The mo
lion was agreed to, and the presiding officer
declared the Senate was now in opén cxe-
cutivo sossion for the consideration of the
fisheries treaty ; that the treaty wias open o
amendment, and that the Senator from
Maine (Fryc) was entitled to the floor.

Frye saild the ‘question now before the
S8enate involved the dlql.lll.}' and honor of
this great republic, and the rights of ita
citizens, It cenld not be obscured by the
Fresudent of the United States intimsating
that in the event of the failure of the treaty
he would resort to a law which Congress
