endants are guilty. If suach wmurder
was done ln par-usnce of sad con-
spiracy, the impracticainess of the
arms ol ihe endgots is lmmaterial,
Circumrstantial evidence is campetent
to’ prove guilt, and if the defendants
couspired to overthrow law and Deygzan
was Killed 1n conseguence, the parties
are golity, and it is not pecessary that
any of the defendants should be pres-
ent at the killing. All the parties te
the killing are equally guilty. The cir-
cumamnt:}eviuence.must satisfy the
ury beyo & reasonable doubt, and
ln such 4 case the jury may flad the de-
fendants guilty.
