The Census.

Gen. Francis A. Walker, superin-
tendent of the census, hassubmitted
his lar annual report to the Sec-
retary of the Interior. He says that
although the work of taking the
tenth census is substantially com-
plete, returns having been received
from all but seven of the total num-
ber of 31,265 enumeration districts
it will probably be two or three
weeks before the office will Le able
to present statistics of the population
of the country, and he therefore con-
siders it advisable to postpone to an
future report all mention of the enu-
meration, and also all discussion of
the methods in use as well as any
suggestions which may require to be
e of changes of the census law,
with reference to future enumera-
tions.

The superintendent says cvery
saved in the compilation and publi-
cation of the census statisties, adds
appreciably to their value, and re-
commends Congress be asked to au-
thorize_the printing by special con-
tract, under the supervision of the
Secretary of the Interior, and if it
Lo thought desirable also, of print-
ing _by the committee of the lwo
Houses of Congress of the several re-
worts of census as fast as prepared.
