Had
this truth been more fully sensed, per
haps Ohio 'would have been saved her
late affliction, - and the , streets of heir
chief city would not have been moist
ened by the blood of many of her most
respectable citizens. Some millions of
dollars worth of property would hare
been saved from the torch of an In
cendiary and murderous mob, antttbe
people and military, which should be
as a unit in the preservation of peace,
would not be excited by the fires of
passion the one against the other.
