Union" Office at Spring-
field, Mass.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., March 7.—The
news oflice of the Evening Union
burned out' this afternocon, and thd
biaze was attended with the most sick-
ening horror ever witnessed in this
city, six ot the employes meeting a
terrible death, most of them Jumping
from the ffth story and belng crushed
inte & shapeless muss below. Six
otners were badly injared.

fire was first discevered in the
m\llnp%room. and clouds of smoke
were pouring out of the lower story
windows before the filty souls on the
upper floors were aware of thelr dan-
ger. The flames shot up the old ele-’
vator in the rear, cutting off escaps by
the stairway, and most of the employes
fonad their way to the greund
by & roofl lan the rear. The un-
fortunate. men and women who
crowded into the editofial room
met & herrible fate. They were cut
Off from escape in the rear and bad to
face the horribie alternative of burning
Lo death or jumping to the sidewalk
below and fearful mutilation. lne
fire department responded promptly,
but it secmed an age before it resched
the windows of the filth story. A lad-
der was put to the fourth story and
the sight of rescue 80 near seemed o
madden the suffering group at the two
windows who dropped in succession to
the sidewalk below, Six fell ia tals
way, some of them forccd off and
some madly leapine, and the crowd
groaned and turned their heads away
a8 they whirled through the sir, The
dead are as follows: Henry J. Gould-
ing, foreman com ing room, burned
to death: Miss Thompson, proof
reader; Mrs Frederick E. Early, ed-
itorial department, fell from the wik=
dow and killed; Mr. Lamwzon, Quebec,
Jomped and kiued W. E. Hovey of
Boston, fell to the sldewalk; Mr.
Brown, a compositor.
