Decision was aleR) rendered by the

ber, lsa plaintiff in error had "lieen
three times tried for the same murder,
three times found guilty and three
times sentenced to death. It now goes
back for a fourth trial upon an iufor
inaiity In the charge of the Judge to th
jurv which last Iound the prisoner
guilty.

Vlrjrlnli roupon Vases.
Decision was also rendered to-da- y

in the group of cases known as the
Virginia coupon cases, involving the
validity of the recent legislation of that
State with reference to the payment of
State taxes in payment in coupons of
the State's bonds. The decision was
against the State and in favor of the
bondholders on all material points.
The court holds that all legislatiou ol
a State which attempts to evade an
obligation under which it rests to re-
ceive coupons of bonds lu payment of
State taxes is unconstitutional and
void, because it impairs the obligation
of a contract; that the taxpayer having
once made due tender of coupons lu
payment of his taxes, is undei no ob-
ligation to pay said taxes in money, but
may rest secure upon his right to nave
the coupous received when offered,
and that the tax collectorwho attempts
thereafter to forcibly collect such taxes
by levying npon the taxpayer's proper-
ty, if not shielded by legislation of the
State, makes the attempt at bis per-
sonal peril. The Court holds, further-
more, that suit brought ry a tax col-
lector lor seizure of a taxpayer's prop-
erty after due tender of the coupons
is uot a suit against the State, but Is a
suit against au individual trespasser,
acting without legal abthority of the
state. The opinion was delivered by
Mr. Justice Matthews, Chief Justiee,
and Justices Bradley, Miller and Oray
dissented, Justice Bradley delivering a
dissenting opinion.
