straight line bet ween the above last
two named points, whereas there la
now a sage of about two feet be
tween said two points, which will
cause said grade to conform much
more to the general, grade recently
aaoptea cy,tne city man it now
does, and work no damage to petl
tloners Bowe and others, as all thst
are nowjabave the present grade will
ne sun aoove rrom o to 7 feet, and
it will accommodate the petitioners
xoung ana others (wno are now
from 1 to 10 feet above grade) at
least that much, who are very anx-
ious that the street shall not be cut
down so far below their buildinglots. The above ia the best course
to pursue that we can recommend,
unaer tne present existing circum
strnces.
