WASHINGTON, 15.—Thurman ad-
dressed the Benate on the resolu-
tion vidiog fer 'num“” p(ii:a
of the Oregon to! P
ment. He dmmc to centribute
something ‘to the histery of this
Oregon case, and show that there
were two sidea. He was surprised
that Morton, chafrfman of the elec~
tions committee, whieh would in-
vestigate the matter; had prejudiced
the whole case. éro?er'a action
was not so palpably wrong as to
authorize Morton’s declaration ghat
he was infamous, Watts’ ineligi-
bility was not denied, and the Eeo-
ple’s ignorance did not give him
the right to the office unless their
ignorance was superior to the feder-
al constitution. Aeccording to Mor-
tonz if the Oregon voters had voted
for “*Goldsmith Malid,” the Gover-
nor would have been compelled to
issue a certificate of election to her.
Governors were daily compelled to
exercise judicial power, and Grover
may, like one of theablest lawyers
in the country, Judge Hoadley,
have concluded that he had the
power to withhold Watts’ certifi-
cate and give it to Cronin, and that
it was his duty to do so.

In conclusion Thurman read a
lengthy opinion of Judge George
Hoadley, of Cincinnati, as publish-
ed in a’late number of the Cinein-
nati Commercial, sustainidg Gro-
ver. When the paragraph was
read about a conspiracy to have
Sherman made President of the
Senate for the purpose of counting
the electoral vote, etc., Sherman
said this whole gtory about a con-
spiracy to elect him President of
the Benate was simply a newspaper
reorback, without a single word of
truth. :

Wallace said it was but just to
demand that Grover acted as execu-
tive of the State, and was chosen
to a seat on this floor, and we must
believe that he acted conscientious-
ly. Amid the maze of authority it
is plain that the law as to whether
he can certify for the minority can-
didate is unsettled. It is surely
safer to cbey his oath and the su-
preme law than to certify in viola-
tion of both. If the republican
doetrine be sound, Oregon has not
legally provided for this case, hav-
ing legally appointed but two elec-
tors.

Mitchellsaid there was presented
in this discussion a spectacle where-
in no senator raised any question in
regard te the vote of the people of
Oregon at the late election. It was
not denied by any sgenator, any
newspaper, any man anywhero of
any political party,that the majority
of the votes of the people of Ore-
gon were cast for the republican
electors. He was not surprised that
senators on this floor declined to
come directly to the front and de-
fend the action of the Governor of
Oregou, What he wanted to know,
to-day, was whether any member
of the democratic party was willing
to rise in his place and aflirm the
right of Governor Grover Lo adjadi-
cate upon the eligibility of Watts.
They dare not do it. The action
of Governor Grovel was o gross
usurpation ol power, a gross viola-
tit n of law. ‘I'here was a 3ut-s;ioxl
in Louisiana, Florida and South
(arelina, which side had Lhe ma-
jorities of the votes, but there was
no such question as to Orepgon.

Pending dizcussion Windom
called up the bill appropriating for
the expenses of certain spocial
committees, and on his motion the
Senate non-cuncurred in the 1loyse
amendmenta,

A committee of confercunce was
ordered.

Edmunds called up the m ge
from the House, announcing the
passage of a resolution providing for
the appointiaent of a committee to
act with the SBenate to devise some
method of counting the eclectoral
vote, and submitted a resolution
referring the m to a select
committee, comm of seven
senators,with power to prepare and
report, without unnecessary de-
lay, such a measure as will secure a
lawful count of the electoral vote
and the best disposition of-all ques-
tions connected therewith, and
that said committee have the power
to cenfer with the House commit-
tee, Lald over till Monday and
ordered printed.

HOUSE.

W ASHINGTON, 15.—Hale, 8 mem-
Ler of the appropriation committee,
opposed the reduction of the SBen-
ate’s sum. He said the American
people were anxious to learn the
State of affairs in these Bouthern
States, therefore the committees
shouldn’t be pinched.

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NARRATIVE OF THE .WRECK
OF THE “STRATHMORE.”

BY_ONEOF THE SURVIVORS.

[CONTINUED. ]

As time passed on from day to
weeks, and from«veeks to months,
without succor, we thought some-
what aadlg of the anxiety of our
friends at home;%yet in our shanty,
at least, we never despaired of be-
ing ultimately rescued. We kalpt
up our spirits as well as we could,
holding our Saturday evening con-
certs—the song w the loudest
chorus being the greatest favorite.
We had among us a cynie, whom
we knew to be engaged, and who
prophesied that our sweethearts
would be married by the time we
got home. We had sighted four
ships, two of them coming near;
one 80 near that we saw the man at
the wheel. The captain ol this
ship made no sign of seeing us, but
we afterwards learned that he did
see us, but did not even report that
he had when he got into port. This
behavior on the part of one of our
own countrymen contrasts pain-
fully with the generous conduct of
the gallant Americans who subse-
quently rescued us.

It would be bootless to narrate
how from day to day we kept anxi-
ous watceh; the record would be lit-
tle more thau a monotonous detail
of disappointment, cheerless days
stormy weather, and bitter col
nights, Our day on the lookout,
which we took in turne, was a
most wearlsome duty. We had
lost other four of our companions—
five In all since we came ashore.
Mr. Starbery, a young man from
Dover, died on the 19th of July of
lockjaw. Mr. Henderson, who had
been our companion on board ship
and in our shelter under the roek,
and who had become endeared to
us by his good disposition, died of
dysentery, after a long illness, on
the 3d of Beptember, We rendered
him what assistance we could, but
that was little. On the 23d of Nov-
ember, William Husbard, an elder-
ly seaman, died. On Christmas
Day, DMr. Walker’s child died.
This was the last death on the
island. It is curious that all the
bodies after death were quite limp.
I do not know whether this this
can be accounted for by the diet or
some peculiar atmospheric condi-
tion. I have heard that death
caused by lightning is followed by
the same result. Another curieus
observation I made was that, if we
cut ourselves, however slightly, the
bleeding did not sltogether cease
for a couple of days. The antisep-
tic eflect of the guaro was shown
somewhat curiously.
mored that one of the dead had
been buried with a comb in his
Pockct; and ove of our parly wish-
ng to obtain it, two months after
the Interment, found the body
with uo sign of decay.

January, 1876, had now come.
In view of Lthe future we had col-
lected and stored over a hundred
gallons of bird oil for the use of our
lamps, which we kept burning all
night, the wicks made from threads
drawn from sheets and other arti-
cles. We had also gathered many
penguin skins for fuel. We had
now to some extent become accli-
v fzed, and were in better health
thiu we were last year. We were
put to great shifts for cooking uten-
sile, our Kitchen ware belng hearly
worn out, though we fouud some
hollow stones, whichh we used for
fiying and stew pans. We had,
soun after landing, erecled flag-
stafly, ou which we placed a coun-
terplane or bLlaunket to attract the
attention of ships that might come

near us. Early in January we 1e
S0lved 10 bulld, vu au emihienco; n

high square tower of turf, for the
double purpose of drawing the no-
tice of pmfgg ships and serving as
a shelter for the man on the look-
out. The digﬁlng of the turf was
a great difficulty, our omly imiple-
ments being our fumds and a plece
or two of hoop iron. We were
greatly retarded in our building by
the unfavorable weather, the rain
coming down heavily. A vessel
{:n.ssed us on thel4th of this month,

ut no notice was taken of our sig-
uals.

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DEVICE FOR DESTROYING GRASS-
HOFPPERS.—Well, the grasshoppers
have almost disappeared and the
crops “‘F whole have suffered but
little. hey have deposited their
efga here, but no farmer need be
afraid of these if he is willing to
work., There is not a man in this
counly who cannot clean out every
horper off' his place in the spring,
before they do a dollar’s worth of
damage if he will go to work and do
it, instead of sitting down and
whining about it. Two farmers,
north of Avoea, saved eighty acres
of barley this year by killing about
twenty-five bushels of grasshop-
ers. They each got a pan sixteen
eet long by about three feet wide,
put wheelson it and about one inch
of coal |tar in it, hitched their
horses behind it, and pushed it
across the field, the same as a head-
er. The hoppers, not yet having
wings, jumped straight up for the
n to pass under them and dropped
ack into it, stuck, and were killed
by the tar. "The total cost of saving
the grain was about $S each, and it
would have been less had their
neighbors done as they did. You
can save your crop and annihilate
this pest (in the same way If you
will all go to work with a will and
a determination to do it. Call a

meeting in your respective town-
ships and talk the matter over, and
all unite in one common raid

against the enemy.— Avoca (fowa)
