would go and do what I could and If
the Lord would give me utterance and

On my way two blocks distant I

Upon glancing truant I discovered
Slater Lucy dressed and building a fire
to cook Home food I turned to lirolher
David He reached my hand and placed
it upon his head It seemed lo me that
no mm could shake as he did That
voice said You nerd not try him tar
you cannot StopI him I took the oil
In my Ihand and said SatanI close thy
mouth I gave Ilrother David a spoon
lull ot oil and fairly pouted tine oil
over hU head and anointed Ills neck
and shoulders and sealed tine tame
commanding lilt In the authority of

d Holy Incithood cease shaking

IHow long I wrestledI know not but
I know that most of the afternoon had
slipped away and the shadows of even
log were gathering around The family
were heated and I know It was I

reunion of the Smith family held at the
Minslon house Nauvoo At this dinner

My lather built some additional rooms
a frame barn stable and carriage house
I workout In tin Nauvoo House store as-
a clerk receiving and dealing out pro
vHlons to tho workmen most of Iho

he being wagon maker I alto mole

n couple of trips to Qutncy fifty miles
with team and bought lion or Ironing

IIJI Tebruary 1846 my father andI fame
loaded our three wagons and

crossed the Mississippi river on tine 9th
and sour We compel with others on
the bunk During the night a tire broke
out In the roof of the Temple Lut it
was extinguished before much damage-
was lone My lather and brother Get
A hell n comlortable home with twenty
four rooms well finished and furnished
unsold with barn stabiecsrrsgellouse
yard etc alt well finished and startedt
lam the west In search ol some local in
where we might worship God and live
In puce

lire weather was cold and itorniv
the people were gathering on Sugar
creek a lew miles cant the river and
walling lor the weather lo moderate
and the organisation of our company to
travelI Although my Individual jour-
nal contains the dally details ol cam
and the general movement reiterating
our dope of snow rata mud and tam
work lo make roads bridge streams
and doubling teams with weak anew at
that and camping lor la a to put up
log homes etc tor tin stitlersi through
Iowa for which wo received corn and
hay lot our teams and other provision
would be too vohmlnous fur your paper
so perforce shall be content to mn
that only A few items en route

The spring of 86 was cold and the
grass grew slowly Our team Im-

proved as the grass did In April at-
one ol the Turks of Grand river a large
arm was surveyed and fount where
such as were unable to travel were
located for tile present I Ids was called

Harden Grove A hedge was also
hull over Grand river It was hnlsned
by the jotll of April 816 Samuel Gent
was placed lo prealde at place

At a place called IlSMli ll salil to be
911 tulles from Cuuncll Ulufls another
uim was laid elf tented ploughed and
much of It planted Father William
Hununglon sou called to preside at this
place A bridge also was built over thud
lush ul Grand river

On the lath of June ISIS we reached

On Inc jih ol July a fearful thunder-
storm and hurricane pasted over the
camp scarcely leaving a loot standing
Wagons were driven or filly varils
down the hill and loll with the tongue
driven thtce or lour lent ono the baulk
Nearly every thing In camp had become
thoroughly drenched stuck was scat
lered and lost and many head were
never seen nltcrwmli by ihelr owners

August 5 1846 we commenced cross-
Ing the river and moving nut to a big
spring on the praise Wo continued
going back and lurch until we lad got
our lamily together and lornad l Into
line at what was calledI Cutle
On the ijth Apostle Parley IP Pratt nr
slued bniging letters Irom the banalI Iion President llrlgham Young sod
council decided that too people were to
locate in that lclnlly for ton winter
OnlhojTth word was received of the
sudden death of Colonel Allen In com-
mand of the Mormon battalion

September 1616 my father gene
Colonel Thomas L Kane a patriarchal
blessing and hd started for his homo In
the Uast Ibis month we removed
about three miles to a that laid out by
the Presidency coiled Winter ijiiarlers
and camped We gathered logs etc
for cabins On the 57111 Squire IU II
Wells trans Nauvoo brought word ol
Nauvoo battle vvhlcti lasted ono hour
and tw enly minutes It Is reported that
about looo met of the Illinois slob fought
about loo men and tills I Salute
when the mob I etcYI oili
several of their lend Three ol the
biethrcn were killed

In October wo built rOUt log cabins
end I assisted at general camp work
where required November and Dec-
ember won spent In building houses andl
taking care of one soother properly
also In building n log council house
and sending learns to help In those that
had been thrust out of Nanvoo Ilrother
George As families moved Into their
rooms

During the month of
wo sent two teams to SSJosrpiIt1l-
Iburl

anti bought provisions We also
rommencotll repairing our wagons
where needed resetting tires etcready
for an early start In the spring In
February our family teams made an-
other liii fur provHloim The camp
had been alllicicd with scurvy for two
weeks I was myself unable to trots the
room or place my loot upon the Moor

1 ho grin mill which had been bUll
log stated on time ml and all wirepleated that It did goad business
Several persons died hUll the scurvy
or blackI leg In the camp Minyhead
of stock were lost strayed or stolen

In April at n council of the Presi
dency It wens derided to Tit out and tart
a pioneer company for the West all to
follow as soon as practicable On the
stet a big gathering of stuck sent to thu-

imh bottoms of the MUioiirl river re-

sult In our finding ten of tits fifteen head
sent

My father received as n present from
Colonel Thomas IL IKane a beiunfut
hickory cone soul the following en
graved on a sliver head To John
Smith the Elder by his lend ThosI IU
Root Hickory of the Hermitage
growth used by Gent Jackson from
whom It was n gift Alto a ilarge rec-
ord hook

I let lirolher George 1 lave ono
joke of oxen to go with the pioneers
In Slay I went to St Joieph and bought-
a load of wheat On lilY WilY home I

I lie returned abouti

I eighteen months supply on
the gilt of June wu bade farewell In
Winter Quarters mid rode up the hill
lour mono and camped fur the night
June nth at noon we reached the
place of rendezvous on the Elk Horn
river and formed into line On the i6tn-
