During the dedicatory ser-
vices great juanifestations of divine
ower were witnessed, and Goed the
“:tlnr and Jesaus Christ 1= sen,
dgigued to grace it with their presence
and to acknowledeze the acceplance ot
it,  Oliver Cowdery, o making the
dedicatory prayer quoted the Savior's
words in regard to the foxes havipy
noles, etc., and pointed out the fuct
that a dwelling place for the Lord had
been pros fdud.
In Nauvoo another temple was balit,
in accordance with a revelation; in
which the Lord declared that lis peo-
ple are always commanded to build
temples unto His holy name. Not-
withstanding the persecutions endured

by the Saints amd the murder of the
l‘ruphel. and I"atriarch, the work on
the building was continued almost

without interruption. It wus =0 far
completed in 184 as to adimit of part
of It being dedicated and sacred ordin-
ances being performed in it, and other
portions were dedicated in 1405,

The next temple erected Lo Lthe noame
of the Lord was In St.lGeorge,complet-
edin 1856, andjdedicated and accepted of
the Lordas a dwelling place for Iiwm
w0 His holy messengers,

Since then a temple has been com-
pleted in Logan and dedicated a yeur
o -last May, the dedicatory prayer
having been given by revelation to
President John Taylor. The numer-
oas Saints who assembled there upon
that occasion had ample testimony that
the house was accepted of the Lord,

A temple {8 also Leing built at Manti,
and still another, more grand and
costly than any of them, in this city,
and t.ﬁa Saints rejoice In nmlcm, their
upproaching completion. They cxpect
to continue the work of temple build-
ing, too, as President Young proedicted

Lllurl' simn]tl vel be onein every Stake
of Zion. _ _
The theme of temple builiding brings

to mind the brethren whao officiated in
dedicating the Kirtland Temple. Sil-
ucy Rigdon, who delivered a sermoi
n that occasion was greatly favored
o the Almighty:; so greal was Lhe
power he pm ssessed that he appearcd
o the r?h? almost angellc, The
people loved and reverenced bl the ul
l.tll!l continued to do so while he liverl
righteously and retsined the spirit of
the Lord; but after a time he traos-
rressed u.nu lost that spirit and the
confidence and rcs ect of the Saints
al the same time. thers were promi-
nently associsted w:tt: the Prophet in
residing over the U hurch and organ-
zing the various quoruims of the
Priesthood who likewise fell away, bal
inany coutinued faltbful and labcvrn!
to establish Zlon and earry the Gospel
to the nations of the earth, and the
fruits of their labors are now appar-
ent.

The three witnesses to the Book of
Mormon, who testiied that ey =aw
the plates from which that bo: n. wis
translated, that they were shown to
them by an angel and that the voice of
God had deciared to them it was g cor-
rect translation, all apostatized, It
looked.as if there was 2 provideace in
it, as It prevented the world from
Lhnrgln" that therc was aay collision
between toem aod the Prophet. As:it
was, their apostasy only added force Lo
their testimony since theynever during
their estrangement from the Chureh
varied from that which they had declar
ed. Two of them, Ollver Cowdery and
Martin IHarris, had returned io
the fold before their death, but
David Whitmer, the only strvivor,
is still omtof the Church npd still
beurs the same testimony. He lately
tol't ;an Eider who called upon him
that he had found great pleasure in
laboring to spread the Gospel, but ns
for himself he found his yoke hird and
bis burden heavy. This would hdi-
cate that his mind Is not at ease, and
that thouﬁh not alhed with the pt-ople
he is not devold of faith in the work,

When the career of such men -is
scauned, it 18 easily seen that constant
obediencc and humility is the odly
course of safety for Latter-day Satnt{s.

Klnlﬁ have no advantage over their
bumblest subjects in the eyes of the

ighty. W ver may be s man's
mion in the Church or position‘in
-soelety if he departs from the course
which the Lord has marked out, fare-
well te his prestige.
