The writing of novels is.ln England,

more nearly a profeasion than any
other work in literature. The novel-
ists, though Incidentally they may
write poems or papers, find their life 11

work and their livelihood in fiction
writing, and most of them rule their
lives to that end. The reader who
skims "the last new novel" in the swift
hours of a few days forgets by reason
of its naturalness, the toil tbat has If

gone to make it. The mere writing out
of a long novel, perhaps two or three
times over, is a mechanical labor that
would sorely try the. patience oi most
patient people, and this is only the
final and outward expression of
months of toil and years of study and
experience that must go to the making
of la. book

Anthony Trollope. the mast business
like of novelists, who once confirmed
to me the statement that be kept one or
two completed novels ahead of current
demand in his desk, accomplished bis
extraordinary productiveness as a

for most of bis life a busy
postofiice official; but he was an excep-
tion to tbe rule that novel writing ts
the most absorbing of callings. Charles
Reade collected incidents as Herbert
Spencer collected sociological data,
and his study was almost like tbe
counting room of a man of affairs,wltb
Its pigeon noiea papers ana scrap
books. What beartls blood is put into
a real novel, what nervous exhaustion
comes witb its climax and ending, no
man cab fully tell. Dickens has con-
fided something of this inward tragedyto tbe reader in his pathetic record ox
his wanderings about tha streets of
Paris after the death of Little Paul.
It is this which gives to the novelist a
"contemporaneous human interest"
beyond that of his books, and makes
readers eager to know of the person-
ality and methods, and look into the
faces of their favorite story tellers.

FACTS FOB FABMKKS, .

It is "

generallj acknowledged tbat
winter dairying pays best, and for this
reason iarmers loouia giv uiurc at-
tention o this part ol tae businees. To
attempt ttis next winter sniuble feed
most oe raised ibis summer, and good
warm stabling provided.

The warmer the milk when set, the
more complete will be the separation
ox the cream irom me miiK. ureara
rises best when the temperature is
liJline: Terr slowly woentne temperas
tare is stationary, and little or not at
all when the temperature is rising.

The folly of pastarimc the meadows
soon becomes apparent when w com
pare the difference in yield with those
that hare aot been oastured. The
grass on the pastured meadows gets a
late start, ana me ary weather catches
it Deiore it nas maae near its growthThe soil is packed and robbed of its
rightful and natural matching and fer-
tilizer ; and consequently the meadow
is impoverished and the grass only
mates a nail prop.

It is stated tbat since the sue flower
has been cultivated on certain swamps
of the rotomac malaria lever Has de-
creased. At the month of the Scpeldt
in Holland, it is stated teat similar re
salts have obtained. The sunflower
emits larze volumes of water in the
form ef vapor: and its aromatic odor,
as well as tne oxygen it exaaies, may
have to dowita the sanitary influence
in question.

Much money is wasted annually for
want of care of harness. It is so easy
to hang tb-- op in the stable, where
the fumes of ammonia and dastlrom
the horses readllv reach tneni. that
few carrv tbem to a separate and clean
room. Oiling should be done about
twice each year. Take apart, scat
well ia warm water, scrape with a
brush, and leave until dry on the out- -
Bide, but yet soft and pliable. Hub in
thoroughly a heavy coat of genuine
neatsfoot oil. with a little beeswax and
ar vcerine meitea m it. ana enouga
lampblack to color it. Let it dry in a
coel. sbadr place until tae oil is all
soaked in. mree oays are oeiter roan
one. Then rub off with a rag or sponge
dampened with thick castile 8(?apsudB
in ever on witnoui navinu tae narness
damp, and never bang in the sun or by
the stove to soax xne oil a.

The tomato is commonly grown in
srardens on soils made much too rich.
The vine attains remarkable vigor,
but the fruit ripens sldwly. It only
moderately fertile soil were used for
growing tomatoes the crop would ripen
earlier and be less subject to the rot,
though this disease is apt to take the
nrst ripening iruit oi some Kiuas oi
tomatoesmy soil.

The teutnncy amosg the best far--
mers is toward an earlier harvesting
of tbe bay crop. The old idea that
grass wbeu dried-i- s too light and innu-
tritions is dieiproven by the galas of
milk In cows, sua of beef in other cat
tle, when pastured- - upon it. The early
cut hay does dry away ia weight con-

siderably, but what weight remains is
nutriment, in grass mat nas Been leic
to ripeu and dry up, the nntrlment is
too much like cord wood. What was
nutritious baa turned to flbre. and in
the animal serves mainly the purpose
that cordwood does in the stove, to
maintain warmth.

Public Health.
At a recent meeting of the Engineers'
tub of Philadelphia. Mr. A. Maricha
ad a caper on the "Public Health of

Cities and Towns," of which the toU
lowing is an abstract : '

Water Supply. La many cities the
water works are supplied, neither with
lllters nor subsiding reservoir, and
after a heavy rain the water contains
clay powder, which is decidedly in-

jurious, especially to children, causing
inflammation of the bowels and other
troubles, the cause of which is gen
erally unknown, although thousands of
people are affected. ;
