HOW TO QET RID OF MICK

Salt Lakk Cilt,
August 21, l.vc.

Editor Deseret New:
In reply to the query published in to-

day's News, as to the most effectual
and least dangerous metnod of riddinga granary of mice, allow me to suggestthe following plans : :

1. Fry brown paper In fat and place
near their holes.

2. Mix plaster of parts intimately
with flour. Don't writ.

3. Melt one pound of lard with a
gentle heat In a bottle immersed in
warm water, then add hatf an ounce of
phosphorus and a pint of alcohol. Cork
the bottle securely, and as it cools
shake frequently. When cold, pour off
the spirit, vvhlcn may be preserved' for
subsequent use, and thicken the mix-
ture with flour. Small portions of this
mixture may be placed near mice
holes, and being lumioous in the dark,
Is readily seeu, greedily eaten, and
proves sudden death to the mouse,
who winks his eye at your provender.N.B. It is also fatal to humanity.

4. To drive mice away, place any
mint on the shelves, and.tliey will re-

tire froin sour premises.
5. To get rid of mice, use tartar em-

etic mingled with any favorite fod.
They eat It, grow sick aud take their
leave.

reasoning extremity and stupid
bigotry irom non-rells;lo- ui sources
are also largely open to
crlttcif m. When people of the latter
class who are devoid of faith in God,
so. far as intervention in human affairs
is concerned, advocate the crushing
out of that principle from the minds of

people possessing It, they are equally
as intolerant as religious fanatics who
display a zealous desire to crowd their
religion down other people'9 throats.
They are not much more liberal and
magnanimous. And it is absurd, from
a reasonable standpoint, to point with

disgust to the Puritan practice of nail-

people In this day are so swallowed up
la lrreliclous fanaticism as to advocate
the application of a gigantic crushing
process upon a religions community,
and to give them no Dreathln spell by
relaxing the operation, on the ground
that Oe leniency would be attributed
bytnemto thi interposition of God.
The method now resorted to is vastly
more cruel and Intolerant than that in
vogue in the days of Puritanism, but
th overwhelming conceit of the pres-
ent day bigots blinds their eyes to that
conspicuous fact.

If the following be true, which we
find la the last number of the Sclentilr
Amerian, we see no reason why th:
substance called "mineral wool"
should not be utilized by builders in
this Territory, where slag from smel-

ters is so abundant : "In constructing
line houses builders now pretty gener-
ally, use mineral wool between tlie
floors and ceilings. This flbroua metalli-

c-substance isjproduced by sending
a blast of air or steam through a Jet of
molten slag when it flows from the
furnace. Having sustained the heat of
fused Iron, it is and
free from organic matter, so that il
cannot rot or harbor ermin. It is
completely souLdproof, and may be
termed an' absolute, non-conduc- tor of
heat, fer a layer of one inch thickness,
says our Informant, may fuse on one
side while the other will remain coo).
These properties, combined with its
extreme lightness, have, since Us in-

troduction a few years ago as a new
building material, made it a great fa-

vorite with architects and builders,
and It Is now largely used as a sound
and Creproof filling between floor and
partitions, and In attics to keep out
heat and cold."

Tha London Times says the German
government ; is having a deep ehalt
surk near Schliiebach, with the ob-

ject especially of obtaining trustwor-
thy data concerning the rate of in-

crease of the earth's temperature to-

wards the interior. At the beginning
of this year the shaft had reached the
depth of 1,39-- metres, which is be-

lieved to be the lowest yet reached.
The temperature at successive stages
is ascertained by a special thermo-
meter, the principle of construction
being that as the heat increases the
mercury will expand so as to flow over
the lip ot an open tube. The dif-

ference of the overflows will jrive the
rate of increase of the temperature.
It has been ascertained that the tem-

perature at the depth of 1,392 meters
was 49 deg. Centigrade, or 120 deg.
Fahrenheit. If the temperature in-

creases regularly at this rate, the boil-

ing point of water ought to be reached
at a depth of 3,000 metres, or nearly
two mlies, and at 43 miles we should
find the heat at which platinum melts.
This would go to show that the earth's
crust cannot be more than about one-nluetle- th

of its radius.

THE EDUCATION OF THE DKAU,
AND DUMB.

DR. S. B. IOCXG SAYS SOMKIHI.NU ON

TUK SUBJECT.

Dear Sir In your issue of the 17tli
Inst. I read a communication from Mr.
White, of the Deseret University. The
act of the Territorial Legislature, ap-

propriating a small amount for a bene-
fit lund for the purpose of educating
the deaf and dumb cuildren was a start
In the right direction, aud a much
larger sum ought, In my opinion, to
have been devoted to that object.
However, the old saw of "small favors
taanklully received" is still good, aud
the amount, tnough small, 1 trust will
be an evidence that, in the near future,
suClcient help from the same quarter
wiu De forthcoming to properly edu-
cate these unfortunate children.

la the communication referred to,
Mr. White bays something like this :

"A well-educat- child that cannot
talk is better than a poorly educated
child who, parrot-lik- e, can echo a few
sentences of which It does not compre-
hend the meaning," ana "life Is too
short to teach tacse deaf children h jw
to talk."

It the gentleman knew how to talk
and could teach the method of artlcu
lation he might justly, at least fiom his
own standpoint, state "1 know where
of I speak," but unfortunately for him
and for the University he does not
teach anything but the sign method,
and I very mucn Question the propriety
of the Institution employing a teacher
who is a deaf mute. 1 ask. you, Mr
Editor, (and no sarcasm is intended)
had you a blind child would you em
ploy a blind man to lead it?

Mr. W. makes some comparisons be
tweed the schools for educating deaf
children at Northampton, Mass., and
aud Hartford, Conn., and says, the
graduates from the latter school are
far better prepared to gain lor tnem- -
selves a livelliooa or to dc usexui citi
zen3 than those from the former. If
this were true, it is no argument lu

ol his system ot teaching,but .the contrary; for the Ilartfori
scnool, like that ol Northampton
teaches articulation and in
connection with the signs, combining
the two methods, wDereas the iNorth-aaipto- n

school teaches the articulation
ana method oniv. the
teachers of the latter Institution main
tain that children, like grown people,
and all hearing people, make a certain
number of signs intuitively, which
latter statement, according to my ob
servation of men and customs, cannot
ue refuted. But on the other hand,
deaf children do not learn to talk in-

stinctively, but huve to De patiently
aud intelligently Instructed in this, I
consider, one of the most necessary'
branches of their education.

Deaf children who have arrived at
maturity, as a few of ours have, say
from 18 to 20 years of ago, before beingsent to school, would ueed to be taughtthe two system? combined. But as the
major part of these pupil are under
the age of 15 years, these younger chil-
dren "could, with proper training, be
tausfht to .talk - and to understand
speaking people. I make this state-
ment irom my observation of the re-
sults of the teaching of this class of
deal mutes in the school at North-
hampton, and this Is also the state-
ment of Miss 11. B. Rogers, principal
and Miss C. A. Yale, assistant princi-
pal of that Institution. Of course some
of these children are much more aptthan others with the same advantages,but this fact may be observed In th
education of hearing children.

Mr. White Bays life Is too short to
teach these children how to talk. That
might be true if we were ail
deaf mutes, for then all could
be taught the same silent lan-
guage, and all could understand
each the other fellow. But as it is
now, If my child goes to the Universityand Is taught by the sign method, is
the University going to send an tor

to my house to teach the child's
parents and brothers and sisters, so
luat they may understand the child
when it comes home and makes signsto them? And it not, bow are we
going to converse with this member of
the family? To me this propositionalone is a poser. The Inference to be
drawn from Mr. White's communica-
tion of the 17th is that while the child
Is being taught to talk the rest of its
education ruust necessarily be neg-
lected, wuicn, of course, is not true,
and I may be allowed to so state; for
from personal experience I can cor-
rect Mr. White in this matter.

I have a Ittie daughter who lost ber
hearing through some disease: either
scarlet or spotted fever. I sent her to
school at tne age of seven to the In-

stitution for deaf mutes at Northamp-
ton, Mass. She has returned home at
each vacation, in Jane, and the follow-
ing September of each year ha gone
back, to school again. She Is now
twelve years of age, and Is passing her
vacation at home. She can ask in a
distinct voice for anythina sh wants,can understand what 1 said to her byher parents and brothers and. Bisters,and also by the neighbors;- - What 1
mean to convey is 'that she talks fairlyand understands fairly all with whom
she may come in contact In the ordi-
nary: walks of life. Nor fs tUiatall
he writes good band, compose and
