the Edmuonds bill has not accom-
plished all that was hoped, 1§ has
accomplisbed something, sud ia In
fact the first plece of anti-polyg-
‘amous leglslation that has done that,
There are severnl points in regard
to which thelr experlence has led
them to think that the law may be
made more efficlent, and they will
recommend supplementary leglala-
tion. Judge Carliton says that while
statisticsa on the subject of plural
marrlages can not be obtalned,the re-
sultof careful Inquiry by him,both in
Salt Lake City and the farming re.
glone, satlsfies him that polygamy ls
deoreasing. Four-fifths of the male
Mormens, he saye, are notf, and
never have been In polygamy.
About a thousand offic:als of alil
kinds have been elected under the
supervision of the commissioners,
and whils nearly sll of them are
Mormons, not one is or has been In
lygamy, Monogamous Mormons,
owever, believe fally in polygamy,
and he has not very slrong hopes
that the paonogamous legisiature
rscently elecled will enact sny
law hostlle to plural marriage. The
register of one pettiement appointed
by the Commission told him that
the only autl-Mormon voles cast at
the last eleotion were cast by him-
sell and wife; and the Mormons cast
about 500; bt while plural marriag
ea uspd Lo be very common in this
golidly Mormon community, he was
confident that not a case of the kind
had oceurred for a year, and he at-
tributed Lthis to the fear of the KEd-
munds law., The judge found no
evidences of d ity to the gov-
ernment except inso far as the
Mormons were determined to obe
what they sald was the voice of God
rather than the commands of wen,
but they would never reeort lo reals-
tance. The Judge did not belleve
that martial law would avail or
that any good resulls would follow
from the employment of troops.
