Backman
acted as chairman, Joseph Burdette
placed the name of Mr. Moyle before
the convention.

Mr. Moyle wag  ealled upon for a
specch afteyr the nomination had been
annomiced.  In responding he recaolled
conditions when he went on the school
board  eleven years ago, stating that
at that time not a teacher in the schools
had spent a day in-a Utah sgchool ex-
cept one.

Ordinary
steel coal cars are used to carry the
water, the one of which is fitted with
i double sprinkling attachment, which
sprinkles the water over the roadbed
