It would not bring
the needed relief, he did not
think (JonfreM could la luducedito
chsuge ai radically Us long settled
practice with reference to the Judici-
ary of Ihe Territory. If It was In
order, he would oiler a a euUtltute for

"Itesolrcd.Thstlt Is the sense of this
convention that tho congress of tho
United Males l nicmorlsllisd by Ibe liar
and chlaena of this Trrrluirr to appoint
two additional Judges of the Nupreme
Court of tbls Territory."

Judge Henderson was of tho nnlulon
that the rrsolutloii was InsuriiclenU
Uuh should have a Hunrcme
Court entirely distinct from It dlatrlct
oourta and a pror efTjrt should lie
made. Itellof could bo obtained In
ninety daya.

The suUllluto was defeated and ou
motion of Golooel Kalghn, Ihe com
illtleo heretofore apiollllrd to prepare

Ihe memorial and bill and ol.tilit other
data waa Instructed and authorized to
continue It work by ohtalnlngendorte
rnent and 'have the matter prorly
presented to Congress at Iho earliest
jios'lble lime.
