This an-
cient clock Is the companion of the
"Liberty Bell," which was rung on
the occj'Ion of the ot
Independence, July l.lTTtJ, I u the
room on the ground lloor .fronting
on Chestnut street, or thu lift or tho
main hall. A much larger clock Is
toornameut the toair of the new
public building In the sarne rcity.
The bell of this I, to weigh 5,Oi0
pounds and ill it the famed West-
minster chimes will be ued, ring-

Tho dial of tlu
will be twenty-Ar- e

feet In diameter, and Ml feet aliovo
Uiestreet.
