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TEN DAYS MOLE GRACE.

AccorpiNa to the dispatches in to-
tdays News Lhe Senate and House
last night both passed the House
hiil to continue the unexpended
balanees in the treasury to provide
temporarily for the expenses of the
Government for as long as might
be necessary, but not to exeeed ten
days of the new fiscal year. It is
to be hoped that the' balances are
snmple to serve the purpose for as
long as they may be needed. There
no doubt that the President
would promptly sign the bill, for
evidently he was as anxious, and
naturally so, as anybody else to
have the appropriations made in
time to save trouble and very great
annoyance and mortification.
Meantime it now rests with the
two Houges to adjust their differen-
ces on Lhese points as speedily as
possible and have the needed ap-
propriations regularly made for the
present fiscal year. It is a serious
matter and should be dealt with in
a spirit consistent with its import-

ance to the geouniry, rather 1h:1u|
in a marrow partisan epirit, for it
ought to be that the party which
does best for the interests of the
whole Union should pe the domi-
nant party, whichever it may be,
aund therefore the wisest politics
should be these which- loock most
fully after the best interests of the
country.

Ten days does not give a great
deal of time to consider and act
upon the appropriation bills, be
cause there will be two Sundays in
ten days, and Congress will want
to have a few days holiday in
which to do justice te the Centen-
nlal Fourth. The House has al-
ready resolved to adjourn from to-
day (Saturday, July 1st,) till the
Gth, which will take hall of the
ten days, there remaining then but
five, less than a week. So that
unless Congress shall be industrious
and the two Houses coneilintory, a
few days’ more grace and another
pull at the expended balances, or
some equivalent measure of relief,
will necessitated. However,
the ten days already provided for
will carry the country over the
centennial, and enable it to take a
fair start on its second hundred
years,

The Iatest news is that the Presi-
dent has signed the ten days bill.
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E PRESIDENTIAL SALARY.
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T'hers has not been mueh said in
Congress very lately about the pre-
sidential salary, but there is no
doutit the House will hang to the
idea of redueing it to Lthe old figure,
and the Senate may agree to that,
but the P’resident, having once
veteed that proposilion, in all pro-
bability would do so again, if it
ghiould come before him inany such
shape. If Congress cannot pass
stich o measure aver his velo, there
iy litte probability of its becoming
law, Ilowever, if the reduction to
the old figures cannot l'e breught
about, some reduction may be
made, If Congress is in earnest iz
its economic professions, it will still
have to economise no further than
it can, and if the presidential
salary cannot be reduced to $25,000,
it may be to $40,000, or 535,000, or
possibly to §30,000,

When we caunot have what we
should like, we should take what
weo can get. A reduction of the
presidential salary te $35,000 or
$10,000 would be an important step,
lit would be a good begiuning.
There could be no very serious ob-
jection to suech reductiorn, and how-
ever averse President Grant might
‘be to approving a great reduction,
he could hardly strongly opjose a
moderate reduction like that, con-
sidering the general hardness of the
times, the duration of that hard-
ness, and the prospects of a mot
very swift return to good times.
