The seed bed shout bo prepared
all respects ns for corn Tlio finer tho
tilth the better It can to planted either
In hills or iu drills Irefereueo lis given
to tho latter method It can stand thick-
er than corn but there la a limit to the
crowding process which should not ho
passed when a maximum crop is do
sired Aa to methods of seeding vo
have adopted the plan of seeding with u
grain drill mlth press wheels Dud it
Works satisfactorily It is ui eight shoo
dtlU with the shoes eight inches apart

By leaving tho first and tho fifth feeds
open and closing nil tho others In Ibo
seed box MO plant two rows nt a tlmo
03 inches apart noel by experimenting
with the amount discharged it will soon
bo seen how to set the fqcd bar in order-
to sow the right quantity Six to surest
pounds to the acre Iis nn abundance anti
If the need fia cleats null not cracked in
thrashing less will answer Tho richer
the soil tho larger the plants will grow
and tho moro room they must havo
Rows S3 inches apart allow sufficient
space for cultivation and the stalks
should stand from 4 to 0 Inches apart
in the row according to tho richness of
tho sell

If listing fIs practiced at all it should
bo very shallow Tho plants are of slow
growth during the first elx weeks aol
deep lister furrows do not admit of prop-
er cultivation for BO small plants Sur-
face planted feed should bo harrowed
