Winter Gradmn,

WasuiNGTON, April 9.—The report
of the depariment of agriculture for
April relates to the condition of winter
graln and the comparatlve healthful-

pesgs of farm anfmals. The returmns
show that the condition of the soll at
t'me of geeding was somewhat un-
favorable in the states on the At-
lantic !and Gulf coasts, owing
to the drouth during last sam-
mer and autumn, It was most
gevere in portions of Pennsylvania, 1m
Maryland and Virginia and in parts of
Texas. The same unfavorable condi-
tions prevailed In Western Missouri,
and 1o Kansas centinued dry weather
made plowing difficult, seeding late
and in localitles where It was un-
broken when the winter set In,germin-

ating. was slow and the luli growth
small. In the great wheat Btates
frem Tennessee to Missourl,

was in a favorable cordition and with
local exceptions the plant made jgood
growth before golng Into winter qear-
ters. On the Paclfic slope Lhe barley
seeding time was dry.“gt iralns came
later and the whole brestith was put in
in fairjcondition, though somewhat af-
ter the usual date.The covering of snow
duorivug the early portion of the winter
was better than nsual over a large part
of the area, but there are irom many
sections c:m::;gl iaints of scanty protec-
tion during the very trying weather
aince February 15th.
