Up to the time there has
been o great deul of surmlising regatd-
ing the belief that & new and very
lurge smelling plant would be the out-
come of the difficultles betwecn ths
Utah Consolldated company and the
Guggenheims, over ithe treatment of

Yosterday afternoon word was re-
