The roads have, not yet
been built and yet an attempt is made
to claim the land under a title which
depends for its validity entirely upon
the construction 01 tuose roaas.

A bill accompanies the communica
tion which the president submits with
the recommendation that it may be-
come a law and with the earnest hope
that tbe opportunity thus presented to
demonstrate a sincere desire to pre-
serve the public domain for settlers
and to frustrate unlawful attempts to
appropriate the same, may not be neg-
lected.
