Now,
if we yield obedience to God and to
the spirits that dwell within us, then
will our liﬁhl. become llke that of the
Just that shineth brighter and brighter
QauLo the rfect day; but if we Jdo nol
yield an lence 10 the law and word
and order of the Church and Kingdom
of God upon_the earth, the light that
is within us will becone darkness,
and then, a8 it is sald, how great
is that darkoess! We see some-
times men of that character. They
are oceasionally referred Lo as
crapks, or, as the Germans use that
lerin, sick. They lose the light, spirit
anil power of God, and they not
comprebend the order of the Ulhurch
and Kiogdom of God, nor do they
place themselves In the way to obtain |
u knowledge of these things.

or with the Apostles, or with the First
Presidency; no matter which, or how,
or when, or where. Now, If these
men were walking in the light as God
I8 in the light they would have fellow-
ship one with another, and the blood
of Christ would cleanse them from all
s4in; but when they begin to murmuar
and complain, to find fault and to give
way to hoproper Influences, they give
place to the devil, and he takex poss-
esslon just as fast and a8 far as he can
aud forces upon them feelings, ideas
and principles thatare at variance with
the law and order, and word and will
of God.

What, then, are we here lor? What
did Jesus come Lo do?

ny one of the old Apostles? *'As many
as are led by the SP[rit of God are the
sons of God.'"" Follow its teachings,
therefore, and do not give way to your
own teclings, nor Lo covetousness, to
pride, nor to valn gleory; for we none
of us have anything to boast of. We
have none of us received anythiug but
what (God has given us. 1 we possess
light, or intelligenee, ora knowledge of
the things ot God—which we do—1{rom
whence did it emanate? From God our
Heavenly Father, through the medinom
that He has a inted. 1 do not wish
to ddctate to l-flputs, the way these Lhings
shall be done. [ never did. While
Joseph BSmith was on the earth |
looked to him as a Prophet of God,and
I do nol believe | ever Aisobeyed Him
In one solitary thing that he ever re-
quired at my hands, and 1 have been
put in some pretiy uim places. But
Lthat was my teellng, that was the ldea
| entertained towards the Priesthood
of the Son of God.

I have also lived in wards. 1 do not
know that | have ever disobeyed the
requests of & Bishop, Why? Decause
he rruslduu over we ju u ward capacity,
und i he had a right L0 respect me as
an Apostle, | had a right to respect hiw
n4 a Bishop, aud [ always felt a desire
Lo cowply with g1l the requirements
that were made of me by uny of the
woper authorities.
