The
Mission Dolores, with no nobler
stimulant than that afforded by the
blundering discovery of Captain
Sutter, has flowered out into a me-
tropolia whose present }.;._._-]-s rity
and future prospects are the world’s
wonder. Buggestive and significant
is the contrast between Jerusalem
and Ban Francisco; between the
city where, as it is believed, the
presence of God was specially mani-
fested for thousands of years, and
the city where, only twenty-seven
years ago, Mammen set up his
threne. The one desolate, degrad-
ed, sunk to the lowest depths of
poveilly, ignorance, and oppres-ion,
the bruised and battered relic of
